sei-ve, I beg to etate that the new proposal 
for settlement is that two portions of the 
present reserve, one bordered red on this 
plan, containing 25 acres, and the other 
bordered In green, containing 17V4 acres, be 
transferred to the province in lieu of a sat­
isfactory tract of land to be selected and 
conveyed absolutely to the Dominion as a 
reserve for the Indians, the remainder of 
the present reserve to be sold, and the cost 
of removal and rehabilitation of the In­
dians to be met from the proceeds of the 
sale and the moneys now at the credit of 
the Indians, and the province recognized 
as retaining such a reversionary right as It 
claims in the present reserve In any sur­
plus from the proceeds of the sale remain­
ing at the credit of the Indians after the 
aid expenses have been met.
We have been in correspondence with Mr. 

Vowell with a view to the necessary steps 
being taken to give effect to the proposal 
and a letter f*om him of the 8th November 
last intimated that he had been in con­
ference with the Provincial Premier, who 
stated that he had a suitable place in view 
for the Indians and would arrange to have 
Mr. Vowell visit it with him. This Is the 
first step and we are waiting on the Prem­
ier. Nothing can be done until a place sat­
isfactory to the Indians Is selected, for 
they must be parties to the arrangement 
by surrender of the present reserve.

As to the desire of the city to obtain a 
portion of the reserve for park purposes, I 
would say that we have no authority to de­
vote any portion of the present reserve for 
municipal or any public purpose, as It Is 
held by ns In trust for the Indians: but 
in a letter to the city clerk of the 13th June 
last, in which he was Informed to this 
effect, it was added that as under the 
proposed arrangement with the provincial 
government certain portions of the reserve 
would be handed over to that government, 
the city would be In a position to deal 
ivith the provincial authorities In regard to 
the land desired for a public park.

$243,000, of which there is $50,000 or 
so at the credit of the sinking fund.

“Thé annual sewer rental is $3 per 
annum for the first closet, and $1.00 for 
additional ones. The revenue derived 
from this source is under $7,000 per an­
num.

“It costs the ratepayers who are out­
side tlie sewerage area very much more 
to dispose of their sewage than it does 
those within it, certainly ùot less then 
$12 per auuum, aud this charge upon 
them far more than offsets the $7.000 
paid as sewer i entai by those inside 
the area served by the system. Besides 
this $7,000 does not relieve |he rates, 
but goes into construction wholly.

"To my mud it is a rauk injustice 
that people who are not connected with 
the system should during the last 10 
years have paid $120,000 towards the 
cost of this sewerage system from which 
they derive no benefit at all, and should 
have to look forward to paying $11,000 
a year for interest and sinking fund 
for 40 years before the present system 
is paid for.

“1 think that if the cost of a sewer­
age system is to be placed upon the gen­
eral rates, then all the ratepayers should 
be provided for. If all the ratepayers 
cannot be provided for, then those who 
are should do the paying.

“If the system was general it would 
not matter so much whether rates or 
rentals paid the interest and sinking 
fund. But at present one part of the 
ratepayers is paying for the benefit of 
others. 1 have not heard of any house­
holder who has sewer connection offer­
ing to pay for the private scavbngering 
necessary to those who have not.

“Now my scheme is simply this, to 
make the sewer rentals pay the interest 
and sinking fund on the proposed ex- 
tended system, aud to borrow upon this 
revenue to complete the system. As the 
completion of the system goes on the 
rentals can be reduced as its greater 
efficiency admits aud when it is all com­
pleted the cost of payment can be spread 
over the whole system, which will thus 
be self-supporting.

“But Mr. Barnard is not the outsider, 
ana the insider as well, helping to pay 
for something which has enhanced the 
value of vacant property inside the 
charmed circle? In other words, if you 
place interest and sinking fund against 
rentals, should not the man who owns 
a vacant lot which is more saleable be­
cause there is a main sewer within reach 
pay something?

“I am not yet prepared to say wheth­
er he should or should not, but I see 
what you mean. You mean that if the 
sewerage system is to be made even­
tually self-supporting and the cost met 
by those who receive advantage, then all 
who receive advantage should contri­
bute. the owner of a vacant lot as well 
as the householder.”

“Exactly.”
“Well, there is a good deal in that. 

I have not looked at the matter from 
that point of view yet. But I will. The 
question should not be let drop until it 
is thrashed out from all points of view..” 
“'Do you consider the city in a good sani­
tary condition?”

“No 'll do not. Far from it. 'But I 
have been taking up so far the injus­
tice which is being done the ratepayers 
who are not within reach of sewerage 
connection: They are under great ex­
pense to keep their own premises in a 
sanitary condition, and are at the same 
time contributing heavily to make sani­
tation easy for the others. It is not 
fairMhat is all, and something must be 
done.”

MBW1FVCNDLAND POSTAGE.

Reduction Between There and the States 
. Urged.

Washington, D. Sept. 30.—Acting
Postmaster-General Woods, of New­
foundland, conferred with the post office 
officials today over improved postal fa­
cilities between the United States and 
Newfoundland. He pointed out that the 
many people from Newfoundland who 
have settled along the New England 
coast do a large amount of postal busi­
ness, and that the general impression 
that Newfoundland is part of the Do­
minion causes considerable trouble ow­
ing to the greater postage between here 
and Newfoundland than applies with 
Canada. He urged a reduction of tfie 
letter postage between Newfoundland 
and the United States to the lowest 
rates now enforced between here aod 
Canada, and the supplanting of the pres­
ent parcel post service by sea at 12 
cents a pound between here and New­
foundland by a continuous overland par­
cel service at the cent an ounce.
