Professor Dr. Robert Koch, of Ber­

lin, the eminent bacteriologist, 
passenger from Japan on the Empress 
of India which arrived In Victoria yes­
terday.. He was accompanied by Mrs. 
Koch. Prof. Koch had been doing 
some research work in that country, 
and was recently decorated by the 
Emperor for his contributions to sci­
ence. However the great bacteriolo­
gist declined to make any contributions 
to the news columns when approached 
on the deck of the Empress by the 
Colonist. There Is a story connected 
with Dr. Koch's animosity to the pub­
lic press. On his recent visit to the 
United States he thought that the 
newspapers made too much of a few 
words of his, and he decided that here­
after at least one great German would 
receive no more interviewers. He 
pqrserved. In his determination, even 
If his rooms in, a Chicago hotel were for 
a time In a state of siege.

The illustrious professor is a fine 
specimen of manhood, 
average height, he Is solidly built and 
exhibits the finest physical character­
istics of his race. A ruddy, Teutonic 
face with mustache and beard a la 
King Edward look out from beneath 
a gray golf cap, and suggested at first 
glance more than ordinary amiability. 
But then the Herr Doctor did not know 
that hH interlocutor was a journalist.

The visitors declared their trip the 
finest ever taken, and remarked on 
the wonderful advancement which,had 
taken place throughout the country in 
the past few years. The party is a 
most representative one and the mem­
bers come from every State in the 
Union, from the coast of the Carolinas 
to the California coiaSt, and from Flor- 
ida to the Dakotas, writers of both 

Will H. Mayes of, Brownwood. 
Tex., the president of the association, 
was the official talker this morning, 
and he related the story for the party. 
He declared that one and all were as­
tounded at the wealth of the West, and 
that the trip had been a most enjoy­
able one for everyone. The party 
went from Winnipeg to Edmonton and 
from there to Calgary, Banff and Lag- 
gan and returned by the C. P. R., visit­
ing the principal towns.

Many 
complimentary speeches were made and 
the luncheon proved a huge success.

Mulai Hafid. He did not, however, de­
fine all the guarantees that would be 
demanded, saying these would be 
formed In a Franco- Spanish note 
Which would arrive soon. M. Stetm- 
rloh explained that Germany would 
await the arrival of the note and was 
ready to work in a friendly way to­
wards an agreement. Count Berck- 
heitn responded that was all France 
could ask.

The Frankfurter Zeitung adds- "It 
is understood that Mulai Hafid intends 
to announce officially to the diploma­
tic corps at Tangier his accession to 
the Moroccan, throne.”

Nippon Statesman, Speaks of 
the Future Command of 

Pacific Ocean
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According to advices received by the 
steamer Glenfarg, Count Okuma has 
been interviewed with regard , to a 
statement ascribed to President 
Rooseve'lt tlftt the United States 
would in future control the Pacific. 
Count Okuma, writing in the Hocbi 
Shlmbun, says">that it is Japan, not 
the United States, which wilt control,wsw'si
mercantile marine. i 

Although the German Emperor 
openly declares, says Count Okuma, 
that the future expansion of his coun­
try, lies seawards, this would appear 
to be an idle hpast on the part of the 
Kaiser. Germany is neither a mari­
time nor a mountainous country; it is 
a country mainly consisting of plains. 
No flat country has ever made any 
startling development. Japan, how­
ever, is situated in entirely different- 
surroundings. All, the places where 
Japanese influence is felt are touched 
by the sea. From Saghalien to For­
mosa, and from the Kbrean peninsula 
to the Behring Straits the aggregate 
length of the coast line under Japan’s 
influence reaches nearly 10,000 miles. 
NO country In the world possesses 
such an extensive coast line as Japan.' 
Herein lies her strong point. Noth­
ing can more inspire a people with a 
spirit of ambition and adventure than 
life in a seg-girt country. It is re­
corded In Japanese history that at 
those peHiods when the country was 
split up by internecine strife many 
intrepid adventurers attempted 
peditions across tpe sea. A parallel 
may be found In the Middle Ages 
itt European history, when piracy was 
engaged in on a gigantic scale, towns 
being captured and even countries be­
ing conquered by sea marauders. Den­
mark and Scandinavia furnish many 
such instances. Modern warships, in 
the construction of which all civilized 
countries are competing, *ay be re­
garded as a development of the pirati­
cal fleets of those times.

The dismal failure in which the 
ambition of Napoleon Bonaparte cul­
minated with all his greatness, must 
be attributed to his - failure to take 
proper advantage of the sea. The fall 
of Spain, and the rise of the British 
Empire may be cited as notable ex­
amples of failure, to utilize the sea on 
the one hand arid its successful ex- 
ploitation on'the other. Perhaps, with 
the exception of the Poles, all the 

! slands scattered about on the face of 
the globe have been taken .possession 
of by one country- or another, whereas 
the seas which comprise two-thirds of 
the earth are owned by nobody and 
offer stupendous possibilities for any 
people ambitious enough to seek their 
fortunes in this vast field. The seas 
harbor in their bosoms untold millions 
of wealth to be gathered by anybody 
who Is plucky enough to essay the 
task. Heaven has favored Japan In 
surrounding her with these wealth - 
laden seas. There is no reason why 
a sea-taring people like the Japanese 
should not do something great 
sea. Another strong, point to be urged 
in favor of Japan 1» that undoubtedly 
she is the country which possesses 
the largest number of ships in the 
world. In saying this, of course, the 
tonnage is left out of consideration, 
and craft of all sorts, from the levia­
than warship down to the small 
:ishing boat, are included. True, Great 
Britain is said to possess half the 
rinnagè in the world, but as far as 
lumber is concerned the palm ■ will 
lave to be accorded to Japan. With 

an extensive ooaat-line and a large 
number of ships at her command the 
future of Japan as a -maritime .coun­
try must be said to be very promising 
President Roosevelt believes that the 
United States will In the future be 
predominant in the Paeiflc, but this 
must remain merely a quèstion of the 
future. Perhaps the President’s re­
mark may refer to the political 1». 
fluence of America. To counterbalance 
this, Japan should expand her in*- 
terests on the sea along peaceful and 
economic lines.

As a result of Nastltch’s disclosures 

Prof. Valerian Prlbitschewltch and his 
brother, Lieut. Milan Prlbitschewltch, 
have been arrested for high treason, 
and a Croatian deputy .to the Hun­
garian parliament' of the same name 
has attempted to commit suicide in 
prison. Since the publication of the 
volume a week ago, twenty-two* ar­
rests have beep made in Croatia alone, 
and several persons have tied to Rou- 
mania and other countries.

Nast'itch states that the aim of the 
conspirators who are directed by King 
Peter ^and his son, is to incorporate 
Montenegro and the Slav provinces 
of Austria-Hungary under the Servi­
an power. Many Slav officers and 
privates In the Austrian army have 
been won over, and the work Is going 
steadily on. The author gives a long 
list qf names, including those of dig­
nitaries of the Servian court, the presi­
dent of the Belgrade parliament, Capt. 
bienadovitch,. a relative and Intimate 
friend of King Peter, and many well- 
known Servian merchants, army offi­
cers and civil servants, including the 
director of the Servian state ammuni­
tion factory at Kragjevatz, who Is al­
leged to have manufactured the bombs 
that were to have killed the Prince of 
Montenegro.

Unstitch does not name'the man who 
has inspired this movement. "I will 
not name that adventurer,” he writes 
who imposed upon Capt. Nenado- 

vitch, Lieut. Sab and the other dark- 
tnventfoned South Slav creatures of 
Belgrade the task of hurling bombs at 
tne first and greatest Southern Slav 
Of the present day, His Royal High­
ness Prlnçe Nicholas of Montenegro, 
My readers will guess who this aban­
doned wretch is, and the whole world 
win be aware that Jt is the. same 
criminal who assassinated Kin* Alex- 
jnder and Queen Dragra, thereby 
branding the forehead of the Servian 
nation forever with the 
shame!”

PRESERVING JARS'Providence, R.I., Sept. 4.—The execu­
tive board of the Amalgamated As­
sociation of Street arid Electric Rail­
way employees of America, has de­
clared itself in favor of a general 
strike of the 32,000 members of the 
association in New England accord­
ing to a statement made here today 
by General Organizer William J. 
Walsh, of Quincy, Mass., who has been 
in 'this city looking after thq inter­
ests of the street railway employées. 
Mr. Walsh' said that delegates from 
fifteen divisions of the street railway 
system under the control of the New 
York, New Haven and Hartford rail­
way have been-instructed to gather at 
New-Haven, Conn., tomorrow to re­
ceive Instructions regarding their fu­
ture conduct.

Thp trouble started some time ago 
in this city when 54 
Rhodes Island Company’s railway con­
trolled by the N.Y., N.H. & H. Ry„ 
were discharged. The company'*s 
flclals stated that the men were dis­
missed because- of breach of discip­
line, while the men contended that 
the discharge was the result of the 
formation of a branch of the amal­
gamated association.

Mr. Walsh stated today that should 
a strike be declared only the New 
Haven system including 7000 men 
would be affected, but that If the 
grievances were not quickly adjusted 
the strike would be extended to other 
New England stteet .railways, affect­
ing 32,000' men.

It was true that 
in no time during the last twenty years, 
some well-informed men said fifty 
years, but hW memory did not go hack 
that far, had there been such depres­
sion in shipping, not only 0f Great Bri­
tain, but of the"1 world. The 
the prevailing conditions will be to 
force the weaker men from the trade, 
to eliminate the “managing owner” 
who operates shipping solely on a com­
mission basis, and place the bulk of the 
shipping in the hands of the more solid 
and stable firms. The effect of this will 
be eventually a strong revival of freight 
rates, which Mr, Walrond said he feels 
sure will, before long reach a, good fig­
ure upon which a shipowner can do 
business with reasonable profit.

“I like the outlook for the shipping 
trade," said Mr. Walrond. “The placing 
of shipping in the hands of the solid 
firms will be One of the best things 
imaginable for, the; owners generally. 
It "will do away with the speculative 
business of men with little interest in 
the ships. Th^ banks will 
early these people.
