My purpose, Mr. Speaker, in moving 
this resolution, was in order that I 
might bring before this House a con- 
dition that exists today in the County 
which I have the honor to represent, 
and which has existed since this 

Government came into power, and a 
condition which I think is not to the 
credit of this government or the De- 
apartment of Justice over which the 
Honorable Premier presides

the Attorney General has that res- 
pect and that desire to promote the 
highest standard of law and order, 
that he will agree with my contention.

Some may think that this picture 
is overdrawn and that there is no- 
thing in it. But I have been told that 
the court room at times has had the 
appearance of a conservative cauens 
rather than a court of justice.
