PRIMITIVE MAN IN BUROPB.

The Earlier and Later Stone Periods—Drift
and Cave Impliments—The Esquimaux
of the Garemme—Scotland’s Neelithie
Age.

The lecture course of the Canadian insti-
tute for 1888 ocommenced Iast evening, on
which occasion Dr. Wilson delivered s lec-
ture on the traees of primitive man in
Europe.

In the valley of the Garenne in France a
cave was discovered which unearths a good
many faots hitherto unknown. The climate
of F‘Zunoe at the time that this cave was
inhabited must have been similar to that of
the Arctio regions of the present day, as is
clearly seen in the remains of the animals
found in thecave, There were found the
bones of the reindeer, bear and musk ox,
animals which are only found in the colder
regions of the north, Another indicatien
of this is seen in the fact that the floor of
this cave is composed of five layers of char-
coal, and between these layers, promiscu-
ously piled, were found bones of animals,
In s hot climate, such as France now is,
this eould not have been the case.

The inhabitants of this cave were how-
ever more intelligent than the Esquimaux,
Wo find specimens of their handicraft and
art in the shape of ivory sleds on which
are painted the form of t mammoth, In
tracing the different stages which the head
of man has passed through to its present
condition or rather speaking about the head
of the paleolithic man, 5: Wilson ssid
that the long narrow head is the oldest
form of scull of which we have any know-.
