On motion of Prof. Loudon, acting for
Dr. McFarlane, the medical members of
the senate were appointed a committee to
copsider the medical curriculum with a
view to its amendment. Mr Loudon also
gave notice of a motion to appoint a com-
mittee to confer with, a committee of the
Outario medieal eouncil with a-view to
securing a common matriculation.

The report of the board of arts studies on
texts for junior and senior matriculation,
was read and its adoption moved by Dr.
Wilsom, seconded by Mr. Houston, but the
motion was allowed to stand in order that
certain suggestions made by members of
the senate might be referred back to the
hoard ot arts studies, to which Messrs.

‘McMurchy and Miller were added for pur-

ses of consultation. - This enlarged com-
mittee will meet to day. at 4 o’cloek.in the
university library, and will report to the
meeting of senate to-night.

Undergraduates on the Warpath,

A meeting attended by nearly all the
undergraduates in the mathematical and
physical classes was held on May 23 at the
close of the examinations of Toronto uni-

versity at which the following resolwtions

were proposed :

We, thc undergraduates of Toronto univer-
sity in the mathematical and physical classes
wish to express to ‘the public, or those notic-
ing the rep.rts of the last examination, that

we consider there has been no test in the-

mathematical department, and consequently
that the class list cannot be relied on asrepre-
senting the relative merits of the different
men. 3

Our reasons for making this statement are :

(1) The papers did not cover the work, in
several of the most important subjects all the
d:fiicult puarts were avoided.

(2) In many cases the papers were too short.
or where lengthy they merely required ragid
writing; no thought or thorough knowledge
of the subject was required.

(3) The continual occurrence of mistakes,
both in printing and in the problems them-
selves. caused considerable loss of time an
confusion to cand dates and must effect the
result of examination. The exsminers were
not in the hall to correct such mistakes.

After considerable discussion from all
the years, the resolutions were adopted
with only one dissenting vote, and a com-
mittee consisting of Messrs. Haight, Mul-
vey, McKay, Fraser, Gourlay and Keeler
was appointed to make a report of the
meeting.
