Greatest Battle of the War.

GARRISON OF LESS THAN 200 HELD 4,000
AT BAY.

Durham, Oct. 5.—Later details show that
Gen. Botha's full force of 4,000 men, with
himself in command, made the attack on
Forts Prospect and Itala, in Zululand. The
British fought magnificently against over-
whelming odds for nineteen hours. The
Boers were fearless and fought desperately.
They gained the summiv of Itala repeatedly,
bat were repelled each time. It was prob-
ably the news that Gen. Bruce Hamilton
was approaching that caused s cessation of
the fightlag. The Boers suffered heavily.
Three hundred and thirty-two of their dead
were found, and in addition they carried off
a number of their killed. They admit hav-
ing 300 wounded. In their rushes they
were met with cold steel. Six hundred men
under Emmet aad Grobelsar attacked Fort
Prospect. They also suffered heavily.
Sixty of their dead were found where they
had been mowed down by a Maxim gun.
At Fory Itala the British guns were put out
of action.

London, Oct. 3.—All the accounts of the
fighting at Fort Itala show that it was one
of the most striking offensive and defensive
engagements of the war. The whole British
garrison there pumbered only 300 men, with
two 15-pounders and a Maxim gun. Anoat-
post of 80 men, under Lieuts. Kane and Le-
froy, occupied the sumimit of the hill. At
about midnight 600 Boegs rushed the out-
post. Their onslaught wis so sudden and
fierce that for twenty minutes only bayonets
were used, Overwhelming odds soon decid-
ed the possession of the outpost. Lieut.
Kane fell dead shouting, *No surrender.”
Lieutenant Lefroy was severely wounded,
and the whole force was disabled. The
main camp was thus reduced to 220 men.
The Boers assailed from all sides. From
about 1 a. m. throughout the remainder of
night and all the following day the little
garrison withstood them until seVen in the
evening, then the outlook seemed desperate.
The British had been without water for
many hours, the Boers having cut off their
supply, and their ammunition was fast fail-
ing. Almost suddenly the Boer fire began
to slacken, and soon after the attackers
withdrew, either learning that Gen. Bruce
Hamilton was approaching or in sheer de-
spair of succeeding. Their retirement opened
the way for the wounded commander to
withdraw his exhausted force, which reached
N'’Kandbla in the morning. Among the
Boers killed were Generals Opperman and
Schaltz and Commandant Potgieter.

According to & statement which reached
Durban from N'Kandhla, a British military
surgeon who ascended Itala in the morning
to attend the wounded there was immedi
ately made & prisomer by Boers, who com-
pelled him to attend their wounded. Conse-
quently the British wounded lay unsuccored
during the day in the broiling sun without
water. The attack on Prospect seems to
have been only disastrous to the Boer. The
camp was well situated for defence, and al-
though the garrison numbered only twenty
men with one Maxim, they withstood all
attacks, notwithstanding the dashing brav-
ery of the assailants. The latter withdrew
without achieving their purpose, and their
dead were piled around the fort. The Brit-
ish loss was one killed and twelve wounded.

The Boers have never hitherto displayed
such reckless daring, and their defeat is the
worst smash they have sustained. Msjor
Chapman, commanding the British seemed
to bear a charmed life. Gen. Kitchener has
congratulated him.

On Saturday the Boers captured a large
British convey. Gen. Hamilton pursued
them and came into action with thém, but
no detaiis of the fighting have been received
though it is reported that the Boers were
again punished.

The Cup Stays in America.

New York, October 4, —With victory flags
floating from her towering mast head and the
ends of her spreaders in hounor of her con-
cluding triumph in the cup races of 19J1,
the gallant sloop Columbia returned to her
anchorage to-night under the escort of the
entire excursion fleet. She to-day completed
her defence of the honored trophy im an-
other stirring race with the Shamrock IL
over a leeward and windward course of thirty
miles, croesing the finish line two seconds be-
bind her antagonist, but winning on the time
allowance conceded by Lipton’s boat by 41
seconds.

For the second lime she has now success-
fully foiled the attempt of the Irish knight
to wrest from our New York’s possession the
cup that means the yachtiog supremacy
the world, and pluckily Sir Thomas Lip-
ton on the Erin, led his guests in three
hearty huzzas for the successfal defender.

+She is the better boat,” he said, *‘and she
deserves to be cheered.”

The series of the races just closed will al-
ways be memorable as the closest ever sailed
for the cup, and Sir Thomas, although de-
feated, will go home with the satisfaction of
knowing that his golden yacht is the ablest
foreign boat that ever crossed the western
ocean. Sir Thomas will return to Eogland
by far the most popular of all the foreigners
who have challenged for the America’s tro-

hy,

3 While taking his defeat gamely, 8ir Thom-
as Lipton made no attempt to conceal his
honest disappointment when he talked about
his race to night on the Erin. *‘I am very
disappointed,” he said. *‘I can’t hide that.
I thought within 15 minutes of the finish
that we had won. I was as sure as my life
that we had won. When I looked around
the situation had changed and we had lost.
It was a hard blow to be so near winning
and then to lose. I should like to have got
oue race just by way of consolation. Itisa
very hard thing to be besten by a breath—
by a few beats of the pulse. It has been a
severe strain on me, I have worked so hard
for many months now, and I am glad it is
over. Columbia’s win today was fair and
equare and honorable. There is nothing to
protest if I wanted to protest. In fact I
have a feeling in my heart that if there had
been any error in judgment at all it would
have been in my favor. If there had been
any possibility of choice in the matter I
believe the New York Yacht Club would
have given me the race. Iam very grieved
indeed, very grieved, and,” he added, i §
should have liked to have won one race.”

Recovered Treasure.

Bennington, Vt., Oct- 2—Ten thousand
Eoglish sovereigns sfter lyiog for nearly a
century and a quarter in an old hulk at the
bottom of East Bay, Lake Champlain, have
been recovered and are now deposited in the
Allen National Bank in Fair Haven.

For many years there had been a tradi-
tion in this part of the state that, at the
bottom of East Bay, near Carver’s Falls,
was a sunken boat containing a large
amount of English gold, with which it was
intended to pay off the troops of General
Bargoyne in 1777. This gold was shipped
from Quebec in a emall sloop with a crew
and a guard of ten men, the expedition being
under the command of Captain Johnson. 1t
was intended to deliver the money to Bur-
goyne at Ticonderoga as his men were al-
most in a state of mutiny because of not
being paid. At Ticonderoga, however,
Capt. Johnson found that Burgoyne was in
pureaic of St. Clair’s army in Vermont, 8o
he left Skeensboro, mow Whitehall, N.
Y., intending to meet the general - there.
Learning that the American forces had
been defeated at Hubbardton and were in
full retreat, he concluded to change his
course, go up East Bay to Carvers Falls,
pear which was a bridge that Burgoyne’s
army would ;have to cross in order to reach
Sheenshoro. Here he would deliver the
coin to Burgoyne.

He anchored bis boat within sight of the
Falls and awaited Burgoyne's arrival. The
vessel was attacked by Americans, scuttled
and the crew perished. Many years
afterwards it was learned that the
English government had offered a re-
ward for the arrest of Captain Johnson who
it was supposed, had run away with the
treasure.  For 124 years the hulk remained
at the bottom of the bay, while tons of earth
and sand, accumulated from the river were
piled on top of it. Daring the high water
last spring the current was so strong that
considerable of the accumulation washed
away and a portion of the gloop exposed to
view. A few days ago Geo. B. West, a civil
enginegl, who drew the plans and superin-
tended the construction of the big dam at
Carvers Falls for an electric power station,
concluded that he would investigate: Tak-
ing with him about thirty men he changed
the course of the stream, and then with pick
and shovel soon-had one side of the sloop
free. A charge of dynamite broke up the
bulk. The timbers were found in good con-
dition. Yn the cabin was found considerablé
glass and other ware, fiftesn muskets and
other minor articles.

An old iron chest was found in the cap-
tain’s room. When opened it was found to
contain 10,000 sovereigns. This was the
treasure that was sent from Quebec for the
purpose of paying Burgoyne's troops. Its
recovery, of course, clears away the cloud
that had so long hovered over the reputation
of Captain Johnson.

General Kitchener repots that a Boer
force attacked forts Itala and Prospect on
the Zululand border, but were repulsed with
heavy loes, two hundred Boers were killed
and more than 300 were wounded or captur-
ed.

The United States Steel Corporation have
declared the regular quarterly dividend of
1§ per cent. on preferred stock and one per
cent. on common stock. The total net earn-
ings for for six months from operations were
$54,954,871.

Over 130,000 quintals of fish, valued ab
more than half a million dollare, is the catch
of Lunenburg fishermen at the Grand Banks
this year. Out of the one hundred schooners
and 1,800 men that left the port in June,
there was not one casualty.

It is reported in London that the Ameer
of Afghanistan, Abdur Rabman Kabn is
dead. No confirmation has been received
at the foreign office of the report of the
death of the Ameer of -Afghanistan, but the
accuracy of the report is not doubted.

It is claimed that the Canadian Census
will show the population, when all the re-
turns are in, to be not less than five and &
half millions. Thisstatements is based upon
information that has come in since the issu-
ing of the first cfficial bulletin in August.

It is stated that tenders for a fast Atlantic
service will be invited within a few weeks.
In place of the vessels running to Quaebec in
summer, it is about settled that Sydney will
be chosen as the port of arrival and departure
during the summer season, while Halifax
will get them in winter.

Canada Exhibiting.

(Halifax Herald.)

The Dominion as a whole, though not all
its parts to an equal degree, has this year
been exhibiting ite products both at the Pan-
American Exposition at Buffalo, and at the
Exhibition in Glasgow, Scotland. The re-
ports regarding Canadian exhibits at these
places are so far very satisfactory. It is
said (hat Canada’s exhibit of manufactured
goods at Glaegow has been a revelation to
the people of the Motherland, who have been
geverally under the impression that Canada
was a mere pastoral and agricaltural country,
with little or no manufactures worth men-
tioning or showing. The Canadian exhibit
at Glasgow has given the people of the
Motherland a very different view of the in-
dustrial progress of this country.

At the Pan-American the Canadisn ex-
hibits, mainly from Ontario and Quebec,
have carried off a large proportion of the
prizee, especially those for live stock. A
fair idea of the success of the Dominion ex
hibit sy be gathered from the following
summary of results, which we take from the
Toronto Mail and Empire :

“ We have demonstrated at Buffalo that
in live stock, and their produce, we lead the
Western world. With a herd about one-
tenth the size of that of the United States,
Canadians have won $3,111 in prizes, as
against $3,813 awarded to Americans. In
three breeds we have completely captured
the field. Our Shorthorns won prizes to the
extent of 81,001, whercas those of the Re-
public secured only $418. Our Ayrshires
carried off $430 as against $130 won by those
of the United States. Our French-Cana-
dians, a valuable breed of cattle which is
peculiarly Quebec’s, having been brought
from old France two eg three centuries ago
to stock the new world, were successful to
the extent of $402, whilst Americans won
8130. Besides this, Canadians won sweep-
stakes againat all comers in Shorthorns, Ayr-
shires, Herefords, Holsteins, Guernseys, and
French Canadians. With such stock we are
paturally able to take the lead in dairy pro-
duce. Canadian cheese, manufactured. in
the province of Ontario, carried off the only
gold medal, thus establishing for iteelf the
premier position among all cheese coming
from this continent. In this department
our exhibits were better in the aggregate
than those of any state or country in America,
and each individual cheese was superior to
all rivals. In the butter tests, not yet com-
pleted, Canada is leading, though by a com-
paratively narrow margin. Fifty animals,
twenty-five supplied by Canada, and twenty-
five by the United States, are yielding cream,
which is being manufactured dajly at the ex-
position into butter. Up to the 24th of Sep-
tember, the net profit on the butter from the
Canadian group was $820, while the profit
from the American group was $754. The
test will not be completed for a month yet,
so that, although we lead at present, the
outcome etill admits of doubt. Our sheep
have done even better than our cattle. The
judges have awarded them $1,258 in prizes,
as against 31,321 won by American exhibits.
When it is remembered that our flocks are
outnumbered to the extent of seventeen to
one by the American sheep, it must be real-
ized that this is an eminently satiafactory
showing. The Canadian hog may be par-
doned for a grunt of satisfaction at the out-
come of his visit to Buffalo. The York, the
typical Canadian bacon hog,  won §137 in
prizee, as against $18 awarded to its Ameri-
can cousin. We divided honors with the
United States in another bacon breed—the
Tamworths—and even put up a splendid fight
against the Berkshire—the typical hog of
the United States—by winning one half as
many prizes as the Republic, although we
made only.one tenth as many entries. On
the whole, therefore, Canada has had a sig-
nal success in the matter of live stock at the
all-American competition.”

Such results demonstrate what can be done
in this line, and the prize-winoning against
such competition is a testimonial to our coun-
try as well as to the enterprise of our people.
It wae hardly, perhaps, to be expected that
this province could take much part in an ex-
hibition at such a distance away as Buffalo,
though even such difficulties might have
been overcome by proper measures. [But
we understand that some exhibits of Nova
Scotia fruit have lately been sent to Buffalo,
and some successful competition is expected.

Great Irrigation Scheme.

Montreal, Oct. 1.—The Canadian Pacific
Railway authorities have at present under
consideration an immense scheme of irriga-
tion for the Northwest, by which it is pro-
posed to makeé a good farming and grazing
country out of millions of acres which now
lie dry ond arid between Calgary and Medi-
cine Hat, immediately north of the railway
line. James Anderson, the leading irriga-
tion engineer of the world, who has done
such gigantic work in California, Egypt and
other places, has regently been over thisarea
and reports there is nothiog to prevent great
work being euccessfully carried out. His
report is now before the executive in Mon-
treal, and it is understood that as an experi-
ment three hundred thousand acres of three
million bargen acres will be put under irri-
gation. The scheme in a nutehell is to build
a dam at Bow River, a milc east of Calgary,
cutting intersecting canals and leaving the
force of gravitation to do the rest. But be-
fore the experiment is made, the ownership
of the land to be benefitted by the work will
have to be settled. At present every alter-
nate section is the company’s property, the
remainder being in the hands of the federal
government. A new land grant will be ob-
tained, giving the company ownership of the
lands through which the irrigation canals
will run, and which at present are barren.

Boers Will Collapse.

London, Oct. 4.—The Chronicle eays it
learns from a very high authority that a
complete and sudden collapse of the Boer
resistance and the consequent speedy ter-
mination of the war are anticipated. It im-
plies that this is the view entertained by the
War Office. It adds that General Botha's
and General Delarey’s coups are regarded as
» last desperate effort of men who have at
last grown weary of the struggle and are
tired of being hunted. It is confidently felt
that the Boers are fighting their last fight,
and that the end, which will come with
startling suddenness, isnear. For this reason

it is not intended to despatch further rein-
forcements.

My, Editor:—

May I lay before your farmer readers
who are or have been interested in our
Cheese and Butter factory some of the
reasons why, during the last two years, the
factory has noc been a profitable concern,
but, nevertheless, why it should not be al-
lowed to go under on account of such dis-
appointing returns. We should not {think
of discarding our mowing machines because
we had two-successive light hay crops, mor
churns because the cows dried off so early
because of short feed. Let us then face the
fact that the creamery is one of the neces-
sary adjuncts to successful farming now-s-
days, but at the same time we must not
overlook that so large a machine, eosting
some $3000, requires a considerable sum to
keep it in working order, and just as it
would not pay to buy a machine to cut two
acres of hay every year, so it will not pay
to have a creamery to manufacture the milk
of only 100 cows. ~ In comparing the results
of the last five years of our factory’s work,
iv is noticeable that the running expenses
are almost uniform each year, and that
when 600,000 lbs. of milk was received the
factory was able to pay 62 cents and reduce
its debt by $400, but that when only 118,-
000 !bs was received the running expenses
absorbed so much of the amount that the
price of the milk was reduced to a figure
which means that the creamery machine is
too big for its work., Then too, when &
scant supply of milk is supplied the hauling
expense rises out of-all proportion to the
value of the milk supplied. To conoclude,
then, this part of my letter, the secret of
success is milk, not necesearily from large
dairies but from every farmer whatever he
has, be it little or much,

Now let me try to show what will be the
result of getting rid of so valuable a mach-
ine. Just notice the quotatione of the but-
ter market in any agricultural paper. In-
variably creamery butter realizes from 3 to
5 cents more than the home made article.
Surely this difference should leave ample
margin for a creamery, if well supported, to
pay a betver price than we get in our local
market, and in cash. The closing of our
factory means large quantities of dairy but-
ter glutting the local market, and often only
disposable in trade, which means at least a
cent lower than the actual price at which it
is sold. This summer 16 and 17 cents were
offered. What would have been offered if
the creamery had not been running ? Prob-
ably 12 or 14 cents. Then if the creamery
were cloeed it means the turning of 60 or 70
churns by hand instead of one. It means
the manufacture through want of cooling
facilities, of hundreds of pounds of inferior
butter, neceesitating so much salt as to
make it unfit for table use in our large
centres of population, where the dainty oiti-
zen's wsppetite cannot relish salt as the
countrymsn can. It means butter of all
shades of color, all kinds of flavor, all sorte
of get up. Just as the law passed for the
packing of apples is the result of a demand
for a higher standard of packing; so there
is now a demand for a higher and more uni-
form standard for butter and cheese, as
indeed for all food products.

In conclusion then, brother farmers, don’t
let us allow two adverse years to make us
believe that beef pays better than milk
