It is a book intended for real child-
ren (now rare). The illustrations are numer-
ous and the book interesting.

First'is*the introduction, giving some account
of the inestimable influience of the Bible on
the English language and literature. Then
follow illustrative- comments from the au-
thorities, Addison, Ruskin, Newman and
others, .nd then selections from Scripture.
We welcoine- this book, such a one as we
have often wanted.

Seletions from Wordsworth. (Gage &
Co.) Another Canadian book bears on its
title page the names of Prof. Clark of
Trinity, Principal Grant of Queen's, Wm.
Houston, M.A., and Prof. Chas. G. D.
Roberts, who contribute zespectively a me-
moir of Wordsworth, an essay on bis mis-
sion, a monograph on the msthetic use of his
poetryAnd a critical estimate of Wordsworth.
The editor is Mr. J. E. Wetherell, B.A., and
we are sure such namcs as these are sufficient
guarantec of the high character of the work.
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MESSRS. COPP. CLARK AND CO. have
just published the Public School History .oj
England and Canada, bf Mr. W. J. Robert-
son, B.A., LL.B. This elementary hþstory
is intended to lead up to the High School
history, and is well adapted for use in Can-
adian Schools. The second part is almost
the same as the history of Canada given in
the High School history. Mr. Robertson's
style is goori, and the narrative clear and in-
teresting. The book bas received authoriza-
tion from the Department of Education.
