This has been a good year for speculators, and some buyers have made handsome
Eroﬁta out of apples. Some Montreal apple merchants have cleared sums on the season’s

usiness ranging all the way from 85,000 to $25,000, according to the Trade Bulletin ; and
have invested in fine residences in fine quarters. The average profits made seems to have

been upwards of $1.00 per bbl. net.
