"  CHURCH AUTHORITY.

It is singular to see how in these times Church

questions are every-where reviving. Among all classes
—Protestant and Catholic—1he opinions of the sceptical

eighteenth century are passing away ; the importance of
spiritual things is becoming again recognised ; and the

infidel notion that the great use of any establishment is to

offer a protection against fanaticism, and furnish a safe.

guard to ** moderate” religion, is dying out. Every~

where the churches of wesiern Europe, orthodox and

heretical, are beginning to bristle up into a new life;; and
as they all sunk down more or less into too abject a sub-
mission to civil authority, so now they are all beginning
to arouse themsclves out of their miserable slambers.
Now then, comes the trial of strength ; and now we are
to see in which chureh dwell the real elements of vitali-
ty. One such ccntest we have had in Europe, and have
seen it brought te a conclusion—the coutest between
Rome and Beili—and the military despot of the North
has been fuin to bow his head to the spiritual monarch of
the Sourh. Iu Prussia the church has proved true and
strong, and the gates of hell have not prevailed against
it. A second struggle has been carried on for some
years in Scotland, between a ** Reformed® church, and
the less despotic state of England, What has been the
issue of that conflict ? Wiy, the Kiik, with every
right upon its side, has gone to pieces in the contest.
In England there are symptoms much fainter and less
decided, of such another contest, of which the end is not
so certain, We confess we should not be very sanguine
about the rcsult; because in Eogland we consider all
partics in the Fstablishment as having far oo much
worldly prudence, apd far too great a readiness to com-
promise, for us to have much reason to suppose that on
this side of the T'weed any great sacrifice would be made
for privciple. IV the history of the past did not teach
us this, we should certainly imagine we saw, in a docu-
ment recenily published by the Morning Herald, 1he
small beginning of a great crack in the law chureh.

It appears that the Bishop of London, in his late charge,
has issued certain orders to the clergy of his diocese,
touching the due observance of certain disused Protest-
ant rubrics. These orders were found, it is sa:d, vo-
palateable to the majority of the clergy, and * univer-
sally to the laity.” The anti-Puseyite clergy attributed
them to the influence of Puseyite advisers, and d. clure
that on that account they ™ feel that to be coerced into
the use of ruch injunglivns is deeply humiliating.” The
majority have declined ro comply,” and the Bishop h:s
met their uncomplying spinit with a high hand. **At
the confirmations which ere taking place, he intimates te
the clergy present, that iheir attendance is required in
the vestry, and there in language which admits of no dis~
cussion or appesl, issues his commands. His decisives
pess of manner precludes all hopes of objections being
heaid, and the clergy retire in mortified silence.” But
they are silent for the time oaly. Their pride is wound-
ed, und their anger roused, ard they resolve to appeal

1o the crown minister (0 relieve them from the tyranny
of their own Bishop !  Most certaialy this is a very pret-

1¥quarrel, and ‘the notiun it displays as to the reality of
Fpiecopal authority is positirely charming These re-
;a!gi{;uting persons sctually address a letier to the editor
oﬁﬁ‘ Morning Herald, in which, having _not s0 much
as fone 1hrough the preliminary of makil;g a formal re-
menstrance to their diocesan, they put it to him, very
modestly, * whether itis decoming on his part thus to
force upon the clergy, MANY oF wWnoM g gduu.l.l’ '
GIFPED WITH HIMSELP, the udoption of absolete practis
tices, which their julgment deliberately repudiates.”
And they tell him preity plajaly, that if he continhe: in
‘this course he will be deemed to be of a self-willed ind
dogmatic spirit, ** and will never aftcrwaids be venerat-
ed with that love and affection which the clergy should en-
tertain towards their spiritual father in Christ.” 1f the
father tells his children to do any thing they don’gljke,
the children won’t love him any more, and will agree
to set him do'vn for'a very obstinate arbitrar}old hunks.
Nice children alter the spirit! We wonder whether
these are the lessons of filial obedience they inculcate
opon their children afier the flesh. Afier all for a’ dis~
 pute between a Bishop of London, and * the majority™
i of the persons in his diocese, this seems to us to be almost
without a parallel. Ample materials here for a schism,
if there was any superflaity of honest adherents to prin-
cip.ie on either side, But to make matters worse, we ate
told by those * spiritval children,” that they « knoso that
the suggested uiterations, injurious as they are, are but
the precursors to others siill more pernicious.” And so
they set themselves to work to s iunw ioat their Bish~
op, *to send up petitions to her %ﬁ}éiiy,‘ ' ud%n%ﬁ% ~
thetic appeals to the Prime Minister !
