Dr. Milton writing on obtcnding sensitive dentine, advo-
cates the introduction of oil of cloves into tic valve of the hot-air
syringc, placing it over the Iarp, cand thus vaporizing the oil, and
blowing it into the cavity being prcpardcci for filling. Rcmovc the
oil from the cavity with alcohol. The peripheral tubuli and con-
tents bcconc cmbal mcd. In ail cases of inlamed and aching pulps
the vapor of chloroform gives immediate relief. After extracting
a tooth having an absccss, the same vapor blovn into the socket
gives relief. In removing calculus, the sarnc vapor is useful. Tic
monthly bibliography of dcntal literaturc continues to be a most
interesting feature of the Cosmnos.

Dental Record, London, Eng., Novcmbcr.-A case of alleged
swallowing of artificial teeth is reported, the plate consisting of a
complete upper set. The patient, vho cvidently had a livcly
imagination, bcgan to suffer from dull aching pain in the umbilical
rcgion. The pain pcrsisted ; food could Dnly be taken in small
quantities. There was obstinate constipation, and the patient lost
flesh. Slccp was only obtained by opiates. Vomiting o-curred
about ten minutes aftcr food. The suffering increased. Lapa-o-
tomy vas performed; the abdomen was opened by median
incision above the umbilicus. The pylorus vas found perfectly
normal, no foreign body could be detected. The surgeon attributed
ail the subjective and objective symptons to the domination of a
great fear, of vhich the operation relieved him. This seens a
rather far-fetched excuse for the operation. Any fool ought to be
made to understand that a full upper set could not be swallowed,
and if a fool persists in believing lie actually did swal!ov such a
set, lie ought to be fooled out of it in some other way than by a
surgical operation. If a fool worried liimself into illness under the
belief that his skull had no brains in it, would you trephine it to
give him proof? The editor puts in a plea for ambidexterity in
dentistry. A correspondent discussing the ethical question of deal-
ing with another man's patients, makes several good points. A
