GRAVE DISCLOSURES.

M. Waldeck-Rousscau, the Frenat
Premier, and his Cabinet colleagues
are impeached by a Parisian jour-
nalist of being in the pay of Mr.
Chamberlain, We doubted at first
the truth of this startling charge,
Dbut we have since seett a paragraph
in “The Flancur" page of The Mail
which forms an unerring link in the
now completed chain of circum-
stantial evidence against the French
Government, “Flaneur" says:

“A friend of mine inn Paris — a
Parisian orn and a Roman Catho-
lic reared — wrote to me the other
day to this effect: ‘I should say
that cight out of every ten people
herc are in favor of the Govern-
men’s action against the religious
orders; you in Canada can scarces
1y understand the position of af-
fairs; but we know what we are
about; it is the Republic and Liber-
ty as opposed to the Papacy, the
Priests and a King. Which would
you choose?'

Observe that the letter writer
asks  which would “Flancur”
choose. Ouly one construction can
be placed upon these words. “Ilan-
cur® ligs the choice, and the corre-
spondent can and will do the rest.

“This “Flaneur,” besides being ex-
tremely modest, is really a3 clever
as any Costermonger passing for a
lord in the colonies. The delicate al-
lusion to the “‘Parisian born and
Roman Citholic rcared” scarcely
protects the personality of M. Wal-
deck-Rousseau, who is himself no
doubt the correspondent of “‘Flan-
cur.” And now that we have *Flan-
eug.and the French Government in
proved intimate relationship, it is
high time to show up a mystery of
international politics that has
long baflled the brightest intellects
in the sccret service branches of
more than one European Govera-
ment. This mystery is in a word
«’I'he Flaneur," whose occasional re-
velations of the secrets of monarch-
ical courts and republican salons
in the pages of The Toronto Mail
have made for that journal a repu-
tation compared to which The
Tondon Times is but a rheumatic
second fiddle.

Most people will find little difti-
culty in recalling the fact that it
was at the time Mr. Chamberlain
decided to throw over his Radical
associates inn Birmingham and play
‘to become Kinr of a reunited
Fngland and France that “Flan-
eur” swept into the literary firma-
ment like some new planet.. By the
personal influence of the Colonial
Secretary “Flaneur” was taken
from _ the “case” in The Mail office,
and equipped  with scissors and

kind for destroying the Papal pow-
r and tanipulating the whole
-corps dipiomatique, It is erroncous

B. Robinson, the well-known gold
magnate, is taking a leading part
in this movement, the primary ob-
ject of which is to protect the vest-
od interests of Rand capitalists.
The Chancellor of the Exchequer
has promised that the Rand shall
be mude o contribute its  share of
the war expenses, and it 1s evident
that the longer the war lasts the
heavier will be the call on those
who have most at stake m  South
African gold mines. No dccision has
yet been arrived  at as to the cx-
act proportion of the cost of the
war which the Rand will have to
disgorge, but it is stated by a
newspaper which is understéod to
be the mouthpiece of Mr. Chamber-
lain that the matter has nore
than once been under the scrious
consideration of the Cabinet, This
very doubt on the point is being
used as a lever by  Mr. Robinson
and other Rand millionaires to
bring about pacification in the Boer
territorics at wcll-nig’h any cost."

MISCIHIEVOUS LIARS.

A villainous despatch came over
the wires to the Toronto and other
casternt papers on Wednesday (yes-
terday). The “Secattle liar” had
concocted & story on Sunday last
about another “Jameson raid' in-
to the Yukon from Skagway hav-
ing been nipped in the bud by the
vigilance of the autherities. The
“Seattle  liar” is  notorious
throughout North America an the
boldest living liar on the press of
this  continent. His ‘'Jameson
raid" storv was promptly denounc-
od as a “fake” from Washington,
Ottawa and Dawson. There was
not the 'vestive of the tail end of
a shadow of foundation for it. It
was made from whole cloth. But
so great is the public appetite for
sonsationalism for the sake of
sensation, that a contemptible imi-
tator in Victoria, B. C. of the *Se-
attle liar® on Wednesday, found
a ready inarket for another story,
which on the face of it was a pal-
pable invention, unrelieved even by
a glimmer of originality.

The Victoria fakir pretended to
confirm the Scattle despatch
without putting forward as much
as a solitary statement of alleged
fact. On the vague authority ol
“recent arrivals from the north,”
he placed the whole plot at the
door of the Feniehs, attributing to
them cverything in the wav of fric-
tion between the Canadian and
American authorities that has ever
happened in Skagway. He in-
stanced the huwling down of the
Canadian flag from the custuins of-
fice. Here, however, the liar is dis-
covered in a short memory, ines-
much as that act was done L,, an
American lawyer, a brother of Joa-
chim Miller, the poet, who is about
as likely to he a Fenian as a
Primrose Tcaguer. It will be re-
membered that the Canadian Gov-
ernment justly blamed their own
officer for giving provocation in re-
gard to the flag incident. Every
newspaper cditor in Canada must
remember these facts, but neverthe-
less they published with approving
keadlines a hall marked invention
caleulated to awaken party feeling,
not only on this but on the other
side of the boundary line.

Side by side with the yarn in
The Globe was a letter from the
able resident correspondent of that
paper in  Dawson, Faith Fenton
Brown, in which not on. word ap-
peared to indicate that Dawsonites
had even drcamed of a plot against
the British flag there.

Onc of the satisfactory views he
unfolded is the continuation of the
country’s prosperity. “Since our
meeting a year ago,” he remarked
by way of illustration, *‘the figures
of the bank returns show steady in-
crease, and without.going into de-
tails I mav mention that the cir-
culation has expanded during that
period: about $5,600,000; public de-
posits have risen  nearly -$49,000,-
000, and the banks have some $14,-
000,000 mmore of loans employed. in
the business of the country."

Sir Rowland Blennerhassctt, in
‘fhe Cornlull Magazne, writes some
interesting  reminiscences  of the
fate Cardinal Newman. Even when
far advanced in years the great
Cardinal was wont to rise as carly
as 5 a. m, He said his daily Mass
at 7, had breakfast at 8, and retir-
od to his study at 9 a. m. There he
remained working unceasingly till
2 or 3 p. m. After a light lunch he
usually went for a walk, or called
to see people with whom he had
business azalings. He dined at 6,
was in his study again by 7, and
after a long day's work retired to
rest about 1o, It was the Cardin-
al's desire that his friends should
treat hitn, even after his clevation
to the purple, as they used in the
olden davs. He had a horror of
anything approaching ohsequious-
ness, and had hoped to live ard dic
a simple priest. Some years before
he was created  a Cardinal it was
proposed in Rome that some cecle-
siastical distinction should be con-
ferred unon "im. This offer was
made through his friend, Father
Ambrose St. John, who was then
resident in Rome. But Newman
wired him at once to the follow-
ing cffect: “Abovre all things, mno
decorations for ne.”

In conncction with the first pil-
grimage to Lourdes organized b
the Catholic Association the fol-
lowing remarkable fact is record-
ed. A young novice suffermg from
hip discase was desirous of making
the pilgrimage, and preliminary
steps  were  taken  with this
end in view, Owing to difficul-
ties in conncetion with the Relig-
ious Associations in France, how-
ever, permission  to join the pil-
grimage could not be obtained
from her superiors, and a lady un-
dertook to travel as her substitute.
A novetta was commenced by the
nuus, the prayers of the pilgrims
were invoked, and on the Ieast-
day of Our Tady, September 8th,
at the time the Enslish-pilgrims
were sn the procession of the Bless-
ed Sacrament at TLourdes, the
voung nun was iraculously cured
of her afiliction, and is now able
to walk without difficulty. Many
privileges were obtained specially
for the pilgrims by Father
O'Reilly, spiritual director of the
pilgrimage, whose efforts were ably
seconded by Father Fletcher, by
Mr. Munich, the oficial representa-
tive of the association, and by
Dean Vere of the exccutive comiait-
tee. Preparations are now heing
made.to organize a large pilgrim-
age to Lourdes in Scptember next
year.

The terms o) that declaration, he
said, were out of date and posi-
tively ruthless, bitter and painiul
It really arose out of the Titus’
QOates frauds, and is justly offend-
mg millions of thar Roman Cath-
olic fellow-subjects. The main point
of the Reformation was to declare
that the Pope of Rome had no jur-
isdiction in these realms. He
thought a similar declaration  to
that made by the King in regard
to the Scottish Church would an-
swer all requirements. The Rev. J.
A. Reeve, Rector of Jambeth, sec-
onded the motion. Canon Beck
moved—*"That in view of the
terms of ‘the Bill of Rights, 1 Wil
liam and Mary, 1688, providing
that no Papist should sit on the
Throne, this Conlerence is of opin-
ion that the declaiation anncxed to
the Statute should be abolished.”
