Mix slacked limo in ths Just for them 1o take their dust bath in,
and sprinhle tho carbolic acid and water over and a1ound their roosting pen,
Keep psils and kettles covered, for they will gat drowned if they havo
half n chance, as they begin {o fly so young. Of cowise & turkey hen will
tako her young cff, and care for them after a fashion, but the safest wuy to
make them tame, is to raise thom where they may be cired for. Iven if the
wirkoy hen hatches her last batch of eggs, it is a good plan to kavea hen
ready to tako the little turkeys and slip them away ot night If sho still
stays on her nest give her 20 or 25 hen's eges, and if sho hatehr s them let
her run with the chickens. They are not so tender, or 8o essy led nstray as
turkeys are, not as valuable.—Afrs, Jas. R, Ilinds in Oranye Judd Furmer.
