to tho comforts of tho olergyman and his family? Itis, wo think, because tha
fnnato energy of mind which is to be found fu 8o pdany leading mombers of Church
Congregntions requires some extraordinary excitoément to bring itirto full operation,
end no excitoment can bo bo roro powerful that a good example. Wo hold up,
then, tho examplo of the Ladies of Oakville fur the imitation of their sisters ia other
parishos, and wo sny to tho Ladies of parishes look nt Oakville, thero is an oxample
worthy of your imitation, see there what cnergy nnd activity, wbat cordiality and
unapimity can accomplish, and, ** go and do likowise."”

CHESTER, NEAR TORONTO.
