obfoot. Whe hills on the easi of the lake
govimed to vige froma the very shore, and
there scomod to be saverzl places where
the incident of tho swine rushing down
into tho leke fiom the lull on which they
had been fooding, might vory well have
taken place. Near Tiberiaa too, the Lills
como cloge down to the lake, bubt as we
went on northwards they gradually retired,
loaving that plain of Gomesaret go colo-
brated by Josephus for its svondexful fer-
tility. Xt is still as fortilo as ever, but the
inbabitants are awanting who could onlti-
vate it, and tho streams that eross it no
longer aro utilized for its rwerigation as o
old dnys. At the southern extremity of
the plain o wild glen runs jnland to the
south.west. In the porpendiculer oliffs
tliere still remain those caves of which
Josephus rpenks as the abo 98 of robbers,
who eould only bo overcome by soldiers
being lot down from above by ropes fo ut-
tack them. Tho glon now gets its name
from the doves which build in the olefts of
{ko rock) as Solomon sings of in his song
of songs. We looked with much interest
or poor hittle Mejdel, the ancient Magdala.
Tt lics closo to the lake at the south end of
theplain of Gennosarot. 'Wo passed ab
gome littlo distuuce, for it lies at the bot
tom of & hittle sort of bay which we were
erossing, but there are no remains of ant1-
quity of eny intoreet, Our progress up
the lake was very slow, and the heat be-
pame intonse, Wil by the time wo reached

Tell-Hnm, wo folt quite unablo to make

any attermpt o exploro the ruina there.
Theso aro extensive and of great intorest,
especially theee of o largo synagogue. If
tho romaing are really those of Capernanm,
then how often must our Liord have spoken
within these walls which now lic prontrate,
covered with weeds and rubbish. In view
of this, ono piece of the ruins has a peculiar
interest,—that is a fiieze, or entablature,
bonring on it the figure of the pot of
menna that was preserved in the ark., If

it was in this very synagogne that our
Lord’s discourge on the manna as a type
of himsclf was dulivered, then it is anviher
instance of the way in which he made use
of familiar external objects to add vividness

1o hic teaching.

The rains at Tell-Hum come to the very
adgo of the water. There is no piet or
landing place of any kind, but the hoat was
onsily brought up beside some of the old
stones which le in the very water, and
thus we stepped ashore. Bt we just
stopred into u wildernass of weeds nearly
ag tall as ouraelves, swarming with mos.
quitos. As we pressed through this denso
mass of 1auk vegotation, wo were liko to
be suffocated with heat. The day was so
far on thut the sun was nearly vortical.
Thers was not & singule tree or shrub hig
enongh to give vs shado, nothing but
weeds ovexy whero covering all the re-
mains we had been go anxious {o see, and
makiog the work of honting them ont

I had my
thermometer with me, and found it mak-
ed 04% in the shade, but that does xnot
ivo tho lrast iden of the snffecntiug, ox-
wusting feeling of that sitoceo heat. Wo
had not #ab jong when ihe boaten crme
ealling us to retury, and none of us had
any desiro to linger in such o stifling
plage, where, iustead of explaring rums,
our only desire hiad been to make ourselves
ag small as possibly, o a8 to keop within
the foot or two of shade which the old
wall sfforded. So we went back to the
bont, and set out on our Blow progress
back {o Mibeiise. Wa felt rather sorry
that we had not gore to Khau Mingebh,
which i» further south on tho plam of
Goenuesarst, snd where we could feo thers
weré biw _tiful trcvs beside the abundunt
water that flows down to this laxe, but the
fine roius of Tell Hum tempted ue.  Ono
cextain advaolage thére was in going so
far north, we had a full view of the lake.
The boatmen otiered 40 land us at Khan
Minyeh, but we did not eare merely to
land for a few’ miuutes, and that was

At lagt wa wero left froo to Jia down on
our divans, and try for sleep; but it was
casier to try for it than o get it. My
i fnends wore not_much batter off than wy-
{ self this night. Wo thought we mast have
j brought in o largo population in our rkarta
from the bont to add to the mnative inhabi-
tants, cortawly the abundance and liveli-
ness of tho inscot tribes was something
horribde.

Then 1t was too hot to shut {he wooden
shatter of the window, and in the court
odlside it & nativo family sat and talked
till 1ato in the mght, and  after they were
gono, & horea an mulathat wero picketled
! there, muunched their provender sud
rtamped thewr fech continually. On the
otlier sude the natives in the Lewan kept
upt & hvely conversation till quito late. To
add to our troubles, wo had “wid in a pro-
sweion of muk for our breakfast, somo cats
in the oconrts wu<t have scented it out,
aad damo pouneing down over Mrs, V. and
me as wo lay on our divan on their way to
the milk Then we had to ri-o and atrike
a li;th, anu baut them out. This happen-
ed at short intervals all tho night through,
ap that what with noises, and what with
fighting for tho mulk, I really ocan hardly
gay I-leptat all.

It
looked nicer thunll) had oxpeoted, Fresh
wator had just been let in, and wouid
stand to cool during the mght, being too
hot for any one to onter it a:it comes
from the spring. We saw one of the
springs in the opon ait near the bath-house,
and found the wator se hot that we could
pot hold our hand in it above o moment.

Wialo custo:a has long rapctioned, and
seerad to have settled the maties, that omr
Lord way born 1875 years agd. yob we lu
aot go far in the inguiry il we fiad sums
holding that he was born AD,, nothing,
and others holding as firmlyithat he was
born in A.D. cne, while nm’\srginal note
in the New Iestament infor:ma us thab
Jesus waa born i ** the fourtli yes. before
the common account oalled Aups Dormine,”
so Lhat from this it woald appovar that oar
A.D, 1875 should be A.D.3870. It np-
pears thatthe fixing of the date of our pre.
sont A D, did not tako plasé till the Gth
contury, and although genordlly ostablich-
od in the 8ih century, yet it:awas not uatil
the 15th century that it hat{ besome uni-
versal throughout Christondofn.

If wolook at Matthew, learn that
Jesus wus born in the reignpf Horod the
Great, and alsewhore wo afcertain that
Horod died in the yoar of Rame, or A.U.0.
7560, just beforo the passoviy, Aad about
two years after the birth of our Lord. If
s0, then our Lord would §o born about
AU.C. 748, Furtbek, Luke informs us
that John Baptist began- hik ministry in

tho fifteonth yenr of Tf!;en?a, and that at

that time ** Josus began to lte about thirty
yoarsof nge.” Now, seeingg}mt Augustus
Tiberins, who succeeded hiw, would be
AU.C. 782, deducting itBerefrum the
tharty years of Chrst’s lifo,yand the two
or threo yonrs in which Tibarius was asso-
ciated with Aungastus in the ] piro ere the
laster died, wo have A.U.C4. %49, the year
in which Christ was born. Agam, m John
wo read, © Forty-six yoara was this temple
in building.”

THE MONTIH.

While it i3 £aid that not less than 136
Qifferent opinions bhave been given con-
corning the year of Christ's birth, we are
told that it has been placed by learned men
and Christian sects 1n avery menth of the
year, and that amwong the early oburches
the featival of the nativity was held by
soms in January, aud by otbers in Apnl
or May. The reason for placing it in
Decomber scoms to have arisen from an
orronsous idea that Zeoharias was high
priest, and that when the aungel appearod
to liim in the templo it was on the day of
stonement, and as the day of atonoment
wis in September, John wounld be born in
tho following June, and Jesus six months
later, and in Decomber ; but Zecharias was
only an ordinary priesi, and was then
offering the daily incense in the outer
sauctusry. Now, while we have hitle er
anything move substantial than this for
placing our Lord's nativity in Decomber,
wo lave not a little against. We know
that the Roman taxing was very unpopuiar
among the Jows, and 1¢ is far from hkely
that the authoritics would increase this
unpopularity, by compelling caoh to travel
to hig own city at such a season of the
year, being about the haight of tho enld
and rainy soason n Judea. It is far more
probubla that this would take-place m the
autumn, which was a favorite season for
journeying sud vieiting amongy the Jows,
witer their crops had been gatheredin, and
the pressurs of theiwr agneaitural toils were
over. Dosides thig, it was contrary to ali
custom that in Docomber shepherdsshounid
be in the fiockls watclung their Hlacks by
night, for while this was tho onse in the
summer mouths, the focks wero all
brought home not later than Oeclober, ore
the cold and rainy season commenced
Upon the whele, Dearmuoer i1 one of tho
mest wolikely months o« all the yesr in
which to fix anr Lord’s nativity, and that
in viow of all, Soptomaber har a ol
ahove overy othor month, n claim which
with the informatiun we at present have,
cannot easily be sob amde.

WESTERN CORRESPONDENCE,
JPrem vur own Gorrespondsni).

Your ocorrespondent spent s few weoks
in the Maritime Provinves lately. It is
vearly two years since ho spont ag long o
time in that region. He had the privilege
of sponding more or loss time in the fol-
lowing places:—S8t. John, Trure, Halifax,
Now Glasgow and Qharlottetown. Of the
hoapitalities he veceived at tho hands of the
brethren, and the friendships renewaed, this
is not the place to speak—suffice it fo asy
that plensant recollections will ever
lingor of tho intercourso had during that
time.

As regards the first named ocity, your
readers will romomber that some months
ago I gave an account of the success that
orfowns the labours of Dr. Waters, whom
the easterns onticed to leave Ontario, and
go down by tho sea. 'What was then said
was bascd ob correspondence, I am now

able to confir, that account from obuer-
vation, together with enquiries pushed on
the spot. The congregation continues to
grow buth in numbers aad 1n secinl posi-
tiwn. L cannut spesk fruin obsstvation of
tho work of Mr, McCrae, who was settled
in New St. Stephen's Cburch some time
after Dr. Wators was in 3¢, Ravid’s, but 1
neard on all sides golden opinmions of the
} utgn characier of that brotuer’s preaching,
and of the gruwth that goes on aader hus
care.

Truro is one of the oldest, if nrot the
very ollest, sottlemnents of Presbyterianism
1n the seaboard Provinces. The contenary
of the establishsient of a congregation
thors was colebrated a few yoars sago.
The melancholy rostleseness and love of
change so prevalent on this side of the
border Las nut yot boen manifested in
Truro, for in all that tiuze but threo pas-
tors have winistered to the original cun-
girogation, and tho third ong, the Rev. Dr.
McCallogh, judging from: appearances,
may be there many years yot. Duaang
the disinonmbency not less thaw half a
dvzen congregations have baen sot off from
the original stock, aud yot the stook shows
no marks of decay. Itis hardly a year
since thie full half of the famulies with more
thon half of the wenlth were sent forth
on the most coxdial terms fo form a now
charge, which, from the very first, takes
standing in the front rank. There
are now three congregations in the town,
and these are flanked =gloocly Ly feur
others which, in the surrounding country,
are dotted down st distences of from two
to soven miles.

Of Halifax your ocorrespondent did not
seo o great deal, his visit there being short.
Here, as elsowhers, the univa works ian the
best zauner. Ono of your westorn men
oconpies & commaading position here
as well as i St. Jobn. Your reanders
know to whom I refor—Dr. Burns, lato of
Montreal.

In Nuw Glasgow I ocame intoe contaot
with the revival which about a year ago
or more, was 8o largely axperienced ia the
eastorn part of tho Province. Onn of
tho vespected pasters of the town
narrated to mo incident after incident
during mush of au afternoon, of tho sole ma
and blessed time, Now hio told me «f a
back-slider who was quichoned again, now
of n carelo-s one that was aronsed, now
of a stepto that was thoronghly oured ot
his doubts, and made to glory.in the cross
in epite of it3 shame, now of & druskard
that wag made eober beeauso of his having
received Jusui jato his soul, sud now of a
ecoffer who lesined fo pray ingtead of ‘o
scorn. Inuospotin all Canada perhaps
was politios moro rampant and bifter; yet
politics in the offensive acpect was put 1ate
the back-gronud by the times of refreshing
tiat cawe trom the presence of tho Lord.

(@ city and country, familiar nestiugs Ly
laymen, the publioation of religious read.
