like tbis : Ie earth is believed ta be en-
closed by a solid crust of rock of variable
thickness. In different sections tis crust
resta upon material in a more or lers fluid
con-ition so that it readily yields to agencies
of deformation like water or molten irons. The
ressons for believing that the interior ia in a
somewhat fiuid condition are varions. The
most important are : Firet. Prom very many
observations made in mines, arteuian wella,
etc., it has been discovered that there is an
increase of temperature from the surface
downward and that this inorease i so great
that a degree of heat sufficient to melt all
known rocks is soon reached. Second. By
certain geological agencies certain rocks from
belowb have been brought to the sourface in
mountain building, and these rocks bear
evidence of having been greatly heated,
and even of having been meîted. Third.
Molten matter me very large quanti.
tics comes up from the intenior of the
carth through crevasses and voleamse points.
Beasides these Hnes of evidence there are
inany accessary facts which tell the saime
story. The interior of the earth is constantly
losing heat in a vaniety of ways. A umall
amount il probably conducted a the surface
and radiated iito pace, and a large ameunt
ai heat is conveyed from the interior through
the ag ncy of hot aprings. Su es sprtgh nas
ieuund i many parlions oi tis ecaris, ant inl
a few districts are very abundant. The
lavas that are brought up yield vast
stores of heat, ail of which is lost to the
earth, through radiation. Secular cooling,
which results fron the above causes, must
necessarily diminish the magnitude of the
eartb, and as it abrinka the solid exteriors
crust muat in some manner yield s as to
coufrm te the lesser magnitude thus pro-.
duced. The stresses produced in the crust of
the earth by the shrinking of the interior are
modified by another claas of agenies. The
land surface of the earthis lwashed by
stream eand rivera, and in aggregate large
bodies of material are carried away
and deposited in lake bottoms which are
gradually filted up and especially deposited
along the shores of seas. The unloading of
certain water areas ta a large extent localizes
it. Again the fduid or plastic material of the
interior changes its' position beneath the
crust o! tie erti ant portions cf it flow
out a lava. T us an aitiionls set o
stresses are established thiough the agency
of a contracting interior, through the loading
and unloading at the surface, and througih
the flow ointerior matter to lava beds.
When snob matter is poured ont upon the
surface the %tresses produced by the vi r'ious
agencies thus described gradually become so
great that at last the crust of the earth must
yield and earthquakea liq produced.
