A DAY IN BOSTON.
The * Hab” Fairly Deluged in Blaod -Foar

BosToN, Mass , Jaly 14.—Withla the past

The taurderer had been
living with Mre. Smith for n yesr as her hus-
band, but it wae generally belteved they wers
not macried. It is supposad a recent quarrel
over thelr tinancil affaire was the chict canes
of the tragedy. The neighbora were aroused
about 1 o'clock by & mumber of plate]l ghote
and the police were novficd. Tae offi:ors en-
sered the front door and found the body of
Thomas Smith, A bullet had entered bis
forehead., Ha was the cldest of tae obildren,
of whiob there were five,

MUBDKRED IN HER BLEEP.

Mrs, Smith was found dead in bed. The
Jadicatlonn are that she was shot while
avlesp. Willle Smith aged 12, was shot
through the body, He dled later. Augustas,
sged 2, was shot in the moutn. Hls recovery
is poasible. Obarles, aged 5, was slightly
wounded. He was in bed with hia little alater
Mahel, one year younger. Five shota for
five persons, aud four of them fatai, shows
prent deliberation on the part of the mur-
decer,

TRasenberg jumped from a window after ae-
complishing his bloody work and was pre-
sumad for some time to bave ssoapad, bat his
doad bodv woa shortly afterward found in a
conrt, 500 feet from the scvne of the marder.
Thers was no wound, aud from freth as she
month it is supposed he olther died in a fis or
by poison.

Oalya
tew winutes clapead when the aervant yirl
hrard o pistol shot, olosely followed by
another, G)ing up-wiairs she found Mra.
Whalte lying oa the floor, with blood Aowing
from a wound in the right temple. Dr.
Whaite was lying on the lounge dead with a
ravolver In his right hand and a wound Ia his
right ear. Paysiciane were oalled, who found
that White had been imatantly killed, while
bis wife ocan hardly recover. Whits wasa
very qalet and gentlemauly man, It is said,
and wna very well liked by his neighbors.
