BROTHERS.

The Ploturesque Panorama that the
Passengers Enjoyed, Slightly Tem-
pored by Iroubled Sea—A View
of (irosse Iste.

Owing to the present excitement over
the cholera danger, the following shoull
pruve very interesting to our readers.

Yesterday o pleasant trip to Crane I-

land was oranized by Capt. Fortier, on
poani of the steamer Brothers, well-
known to the votaries of Ste. Anne's
sgine. A pretty large number of excur-
sjonists  availed themselves of the rare
otler, and enjoyed themselves heartily.
There were fewer of our Irish Catholics
on board, than we expected to find there,
put the St. Patrick’s Tot.nl_Al‘»stmence
Society's picnic to St. Catherine’s on the
duv before, prevented a great many
{rom taking asecond picnic on the fol-
jowing day. Besides this, although it
was Captain Fortier's intention to pass
close enough to Grosse Island to allow a
view of the hallowed spot which has so
many and such saddening memories for
the children of the Green Isle, he could
not promise them that he could let them
cav long enongh there tovisit it, Leav-
ing the Lower Town about 830 the
Brothers  steamed down the North

And on the side facing it one reads :

Tu the memory of Dr. Benson, of Dublin,
who died in the hospital,
May 27th, 1847. .
r. Alexandre Yinet, of Varennes, died
24th July, 1834, .
Dr. Alfred Mailhiot, of Vercheres, died
July 22nd, 1847. .
Dr. Jobn Jameson, of Montreal, died
Aug. 2nd, nged 33 years, in 1847,

These gentlemen were assistant me-

dieal officers of this hospital, and all

died of typhus fever, contracted in
the faithiul discharge of their duty
upon the sick.

Close to the shore of this memorable
spot is a Bay called Chulera Bay, & sad
reminder of the terrible scourge whose
victims' burial ground is washed by its
splashing waters,

Those who remember this awful year
of 1847, will recall to mind ~the
humes of the devoted priests who
faced the terrible scourge, few of whomn
now survive. They were Frs, B. Mc-
Gauran, formetly pastor of St. Patrick’s
Church in this city, J. Dewitt, W.Moylan,
F. Bardy, Ed. Montminy, P.8ux, cure of
St. Romuald, J. Mulligan, F. Campeau,
afterwards cure of St. Etienne de Beau-
mont, J. H. Bailey, L. Provencher, W.

Forgues, Th, Caron, N. Belanger, L. A.

Proulx, afterwards cure of St. Valier, F.
M. McGuirk, F. McDonald. L. Trahan,
H. Robeon, P, H. Jean, J. B. Ferland,
the author of L’Histoire du Canada, J.
Harper, B. O'Reilly, writer of the lives
of Pius IX. and Leo XIIL, L. A. Du uis,
J. Perras, AL Duguay, M. Tardif, M. Ker-
rigan, afterwards of 5t. Patrick’s Church,
J.0’Grady, cure of Ste. Catherine, E. A,
Taschereau, the present Cardinal Arveh-
bishep of Quebec, Ed. J, Horan, late
Bishep of Kingston, P. Rov, P. Beau-
mont, Ed. Payment, Et. Halle of Ste.
h!nrguer;te of Frampton, J. H. Dorien,
E. Tardif, A. Lebel, P. Gariepy, W.
Dunn, E. Tremblay, L. Malo,

Of these the Rev. Messrs. Mo plan,
Brady, Robaon and Roy nobly laid down
their lives at the post of duty. The fol-
lowing fell sick, but recovered :—Rev. B.
McGaurun, J. Dewitt, P, Sax, F.Cam-
peau, J. H. Bailey, \V. Forgues, N. Belan-
ger, F. M. McGuirk, F. McDdnald, L.
Trahan, P, A. Jean, E.A. Taschereau, Eil.
Horan and E. Tardif.

Nearly all of the survivors of this de-
voled band have since paid the debt of
nature, If we remmember well His Emin-
ence Cardinal Tascherean, the Rev. L, A,
Proulx, the Rev, E.Halle and B.OReilly
are all that now remain alive of them.

Paying the hasty tribute of a tear and
& prayer to the poor ill-fated victims of
famine and pestilence, and the hervie
clergy, who satood b{ and assisted
them in their terrible agony, be-
fore their feverstricken limbs  were
1 idto rest underthe soil & of lonely island
in St, Lawrence, in sight of the land
where they sought & home to find only
A grave, the visitors made their way
back t) the boat, and went to their des-
tination, Crane Island.

Not knowing the moment a cholera
ghip might heave in sight, it is casy to
understand that a prolonged slay conld
not be made just now at Grosse Isle. At
Crane Island, the picnicers landed, and
scattered all over the east shore in
groups, while some wended their way to
the west side to the parish there, and
all enjoyed themselves until about 5p.n.
when the signal was given to rally on
board. As soon as the tide was high en-
ough to allow it, The Brothers headed
for Qnebec, when she landed her delight-
ed travelers at 10 o'clock. The excursion
was a pleasant one, and Capt. Fortier was
the model of a polite and courteous com-
mander, explained the route they traver
sed and describing the places 1n sight,
and sparing no pains to make all under
his charge feel comfortable.—Queber
Daily Merevry.

ANNIVERSARIES IN LITERA-
TURE.

KaTnerisg ELEAYok Coxway,—Born
Sept. 6,-1353.—Rochester, N. Y., is the
birthplace of Miss Conway, and out of
its Catholic schools, and those of Buflalo,
came the intluences which bent her will-
ing genius to adont a life of literary
activity. Upon leaving school she wrote
verses. sketches, and did reporter’s work
for the Rochester Daily Union, and act-
el s correspondent for several New
York papers, during several years.
Later she edited for five yenrs the West
Eund Journal, a Catholic magazine of Ro-
chester, and was for several years
teacher of rhetoric and literature in the
normal school of Nazareth Convent in
the same city. From the West End
Journal she went to the assistant editor-
ship of the Catholic Union and Times of
Butlalo, and frum this position to a
similar one on the Boston Pilot on the
pressing  invitation of Juhn  Boyle
O'Reilly, who hind abundant opporiunity
of passing upon her work, and estimated
it at its true value. Duaring the nine
vears that stand toattest the growing
value of her services to the Pilot her
pen has been a marvel of capaecity and
variety. She has written criticisms on
art books, learned books, novels, poems
and histories ina manner that records
a wide nied thorough comprehension, and
in o styvie that witneszess to her faci-
lity and power of exyression. Side by
side with the words of men of national
reputation, she has set forth editorially
her thoughts upon social, political, or
passing events, as oceasion required, and
1t in no wise detracts from the nierits
of these great men to say that such ex-
pressions of her woman’s thoughts keep
the pace with vigor along:ide their
own. Notwithstunding the daily drain
and  drudgery of newspaper work,
her spirit has always heen luck-
ing aloft for bhetter thinge, and
she has found a few gollen moments
of respite even in the very midst of the
whirl of the journalistic maelstrom,
which she has made use of to turn out
some delightful sketches, short stories
and poems. Oue little volume of poetry,
“On the Sunrise Slope,” she has alread
issued ; nnd her friends and admirers look
forward engerly for another, which issaid
to be in preparation. Sheassisted Mrs.
Clare Erskine Clement in editing;a beau-
tiful art book *Christian Symbols and
Stores of the Saints,” and has won every-
body’s applausy and regard by that ideal
exction of a beautiful conception known
as “Watchwords from John Boyle O'Reil-
ly.” DBut besides this occasional indul-
gence in attemptsat the higher and more
enduring literary forms, she finds time
gomewhere for the preparation of de-
lightful essays and lectures, and for the
reading of the same tocharmed audiences
on numberless occasions. In these few
hints we have but touched upon the
character and life-work of a_ woman,
whose crowning grace, as e>5h1b1ted in all
she saysand all she does, is unaflected
modesty and plain sincerity. Youn,
woman, you who read these lines, an
think vou have within .yun that which
would” justify your gutrance upon R
literary life, can you, iike Miss Conway,
look upon work, hard work, cease-
less work, without flinching ?  Can
you bear up under_disappointments, dis-
couragements, and waib patiently for
guccess long-delayed? And can_you
through it all keep your woman’s heart
as uncorroded, your woman’s faith in
God and good as unwavering, and your
woman’s endowmaent of delicacy as fresh
and pure s in the springtime ?f your
days? If you ean, then In God’s name

Oreates A. BrowNsoN,—Born Sept. 16,
1808. Died 1876.—What name 18 more
familiar to American Catholics than that
of the illustrious Dr, Brownson, whose

dn_'ella. Dr. Brownson was born in Stock-
bridge, Vt., of gool old Yankee family

good in the Church of Rome. At the
very early age of twenty vears, be is
found already before the public as a
writer and searcher after truth. Gifted
with uncommon ability, his reason led
him to religion as the aim of life, snd he
struggled to learn the means of sal-
vation. He bhecame a Presbyterian
and cdited & magazine in the inter

preached. Hesoon came to the issue
which reason always brings upon a mind
sincerely seeking truth; that jssue was
the authority of revealed religion or the
rejection of revelation altogether, in a
word, revelation or infidelity, and, like
many another briliant miad, Dr. Brown-
son began by testing Infidelity. He pas-
sed from Universalism to Unitarianism,

reaching the doctrines of beth but final-
y satistied with neither. The religion
of humanity and philanthropy appealed
to his great nature, but could not. satisiy
that which nothing but the great God
himself could satisfty. He did not know
the Catholic Church, as he was never lad
to consider her as having any claims
which reason should indorse. Again, like
others groping for truth, it came to him
at first instireds and then dawped upon
him in its fulness and gave him that
satisfaction which his mind could 1ind
nownizere else. At this moaent, he met
the learned and good Bishop Fitzpatrick
of Boston, who was admimﬂly titted by
nature and education to guide the great
mind into the tields of truth, and in 1844
Dr. Brownson Lecame a Catholic, much
to the astonishment of the literary
world, How many otliers who have
since enjoyed the happiness of divine
faith owe it, under Gud, to this great
man, who reasoned himsell into
the Catholic Church, and the
spread the light whereby their steps
were guided into the same fold., Dr.
Brownson bLecame one of the greatest
apologists of the Church in America, His
Review, which he published almost con-
tinuously until his death was a mighty
engine for good in combatting error and
defending trath. Revised by his son,
Henry L. Brownson, the Twenty Volumes
of the Review are as an arsenal in which
are stores of ammunition against any
and all enemies of our Holy Faith.

Dr. Brownsn was an intense Ameri-
can but he believed the Catholic Church
to be a necessity to our American form
of government. He was an ardent de-
tender of the Pope's claims to supremacy
and 1nfalibility as demanded by human
reason, out of the necessity of authority.
Dr. Brownson was an humble Catholic
who loved his Church and for nearly
forty years defended her with his pen,
which scemed like that of Augustine of
old, boldly proclhaiming the sweet truth
which he bad learned to know solate. He
lived and died in the bleesed hope that
Americe would one day recognize the
truth as he found it, in the Holy Catholic
Church. He was truly a providential
man and as Catholic Americans we
should be proud of him and his deeds.
