Sect. 1.—Sub sections 2 and 3 of section 1, of Article 1,
concerning Weigh Houses, of said by-law No. 296, are re-
pealed and the following substituted therefor:

«9  Atwater Weigh-House, in Ste. Cunégonde ward, shall
comprise the building known as “Atwater Weigh-House”
erected on Atwater Avenue, opposite St. Emily St., bet-
ween Notre-Dame street and the Canal.”
