Report of meeting held the Sth of May.

Present: Ald. Giroux, chairman,

Bumbray,
Major, David, Gallery and Turner.

Duquette,

1.—Submitted a notice and protest at the request of the
Montreal Electric Light Co., against the City of Montreal
anent the erection of poles in certain streets by the said
Company.

Referred to the City surveyor.

2.—Ald. Gallery submitted a 'petitiop from residents on
Bourgeois street anent the state of said street.

Filed of record, whereas the said street is not the City’s
property.

On motion of Ald. Gallery, it was

Resolved: That the City surveyor be instructed to ask
the Grey Nuns for the cession of Bourgeois street.

3.—Submitted and read an opinion from the Law De-
partment anent the supply of curbstone, and stating that
the Committee is not bound by contract with any ten-
derers, for the purchase of curbstone, but that they can
purchase same at the maximum brice fixed by the vote of
Council, and that they are not obiiged to accept the highest
nor the lowest tender, but that the Committee cannot, in
any case, purchase curbstone from any contractor for a
sum exceeding $1,000 unless tenders are called for, in ac-
cordance with article 554. © And advising the Committee
to refund tenderers the deposits made with their tenders.

4.—Ald. Bumbray

Moved: That the City surveyor be authorized to pur-
chase curbstone out of the amount of $50,000, placed at
the Road Committee’s disposal by the Finance Committee,
and in accordance with the Law Department’s opinion,
dated the 8th of May 1909.
