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outOme Of elections.-Tiies. administrative agencies, bodies and
Offices viii be placed under direct supervision or control of
UNTAC and viii compiy with any guidance provided by it.

3. I n accordance vith Article 6 of the. Agreement, the
Secretary-Generai' s Speciai Representative, in consultation
vitii the. SUC, viii identify vhich administrative agencies,
bodies, and offices couid continue to operate in order to
ensure normal day-to-day lif. in Cambodia, if necessary, under
such supervision by UNTAC as it considers necessary.

4.* In accordance vith article 6 of the Agreement, the
autiiority of the Sertrysral Speciai Representative
viii include the. power to :

(a> Inhtali in administrative agencies, bodies and
offices of ail the. Cambodian Parties, United Nations personnel
viio viii have unrestricted accesa to ail administrative
operations and information ;

(b) Require the. reassignment or removal of any
personnel of such administrative agencies, bodies and offices.

5. <a> On the. basis of the information provided in
Article I, paragrapii 3, of annex 2, the. Special Representative
of the Secretary-Generai viii determine, after consultation
vitii tiie Cambodian Parties, tiiose civil police necessary to
perform 1ev enforcement ini Cambodia. Ail Cambodian Parties
iiereby undertake to comply vitii the. determination made by the
Special Representative In this regard ;

(b> Ail civil police viii operate under UNTAC
supervision or control, in order to ensure tiiet lav and order
are maintained effectively and impartiaiiy, and that human
rigiits and fundamentai freedoms are fuiiy proteoted. In
consultation witii the. SNC, UNTAC viii supervise otiier 1ev
enforcement and Judicial processes tiirougiiout Cambodia to the
extent necessary to ensure, the attainment of tiiese objectives.
