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The Gavernment of Canada <hereinafter beferred ta as Canada> and the Government

cf the United Mexican States <hereinafter referred ta as the Unitedi Mexican States),

bath hereinafter referred ta as the parties;

DESIRING ta strengthon the frlendly relations that exlst between the parties:

MINDFUL of the advantages of effective co-operation ln the peaceful uses of nuclear
energy;

RECOGNOZNG that Canada and the United Mexican States are both non-nuclear
weapon States Party to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons
done et London, Moscow and Washington on JuIy 1, 1968, (hereinafter referred ta
s the NpT> and, as such, have undertaken flot to manufactura or otherwise

acquire nuclear weapons or other nuclear explosive devices and that each Party
has concluded an agreement with the International Atomic Energy Agency
(hereinafter referred ta as the Agency) for the application of safeguards ini
connection with the NPT and, reaffirming that the United Mexican States is a State
party ta the Treaty for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin Amerlo, and the
Caribb.an <Tiatelolco Treaty>, done at Mexico City on February 14, 1967;

UNDERUINING further that the parties ta the NPT have undertaken ta facilitata, and
have the right ta participate in, the fuilest possible exchange of nuclear materlal,
material, equipment mand scientific and technological information for the peaceful
uses of nuclear energy and that parties ta the NPT in a position ito.do so may aiea
co-operate in contributing together ta the further devslopment of the applications
of nuclear energy for peaceful purposes;
