‘M HEREAS Our Parliament of Canada stands prorogued to the twenty-eighth
day of the month of January, 1946, at which time, at Our City of Ottawa,
you were held and constrained to appear.

Now K~xow Y, that for divers causes and considerations, and taking into
consideration the ease and convenience of Our Loving Subjects, We have
thought fit by and with the advice of Our Privy Council for Canada, to relieve
you, and each of you, of your attendance at the time aforesaid, hereby convok-
ing and by these presents enjoining you and each of you, that on Friday, the
eighth day of the month of March, 1946, you meet Us, in Our Parliament of
Canada, at Our City of Ottawa, there to take into consideration the state
and welfare of Qur said Dominion of Canada and therein to do as may seem
necessary.

Our Dear Uncle, Our Right Trusty and Right Well-beloved Cousin
and Counseller, Alexander Augustus Frederick George, Earl of Athlone,
Knight of Our Most Noble Order of the Garter, a Member of Our Most
Honourable Privy Council, Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Honour-
able Order of the Bath, Grand Master of Our Most Distinguished
Order of Saint Michael and Saint George, Knight Grand Cross of Our
Royal Victorian Order, Companion of Our Distinguished Service Order,
Colonel in Our Army (retired), having the honorary rank of Major-
General, one of Our Personal Aides-de-Camp, Governer General and
Commander-in-Chief of Our Dominion of Canada.
