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lightening the load on other budgets such as
that for scholarships or student loans. I
repeat that two or three birds would be
killed with one stone and I make my sugges-
tion to the hon. minister for what it is worth,
knowing that he will want ta study it. Il he
eventually finds a way of incorporating it
under the ARDA legisiation, everybody will
be very happy about it.

The fores try agree-
ments between the federal government and
the provinces came to an end on March 3 1,
1967 because the federal government, at the
tax structure conference, announced that the
cost sharing programns would not be renewed
i the future. This was one of those pro-

gramns. Consequently, it was terminated and
not renewed.

We have undertaken also to pay the full
cost of any project i connection with fores-
try within our jurisdiction, and will not asic
the provinces to pay 50 per cent of the cost.
We feel that in that way both the provinces
and the federal government can fulill their
obligations much better.
