The Acting Speaker (Mr. Paproski): I declare the
motion lost.

Mr. Lawrence MacAulay (Cardigan): Mr. Speaker, it is
an honour to participate ini the debate today. I just wisb I
would have had a littie more time to get my information
together.

By bringing this bill forward the government bas
shown the samne old attitude. It will deal witb tbe
fishermen of Canada only when it is good and ready, flot
when its actions are needed. It is their way or no way.

As a member of this Huse I have asked the Minister
of Fisheries and bis predecessor when we could expect
an aid package for the fishermen of Atlantic Canada.
The fishermen were suffering because of federal mis-
management of the fisheries. 'Me minister knew of the
situation. Stii lie waited and waited wbule the fishermen
continued to suifer.

After six or seven months of questionmng in the House
and protests in the streets of Atlantic Canada, the
minister finally decided to act. Wben the fisheries aid
package was announced in May there was a lot of smoke
and mirrors but not a lot of new money or new ideas on
how to solve the fisheries crisis.

The Minister of Fisheries and Oceans failed to address
some of the senious problems facing the Atlantic Cana-
dian fishery. The problem of foreign overfisbing was not
addressed in the minister's band-aid package and it is not
properly addressed in Bill C-74.

Overfisbing by foreign fleets on the nose and tail of
the Grand Banks is a serious problem. The federal
government's inaction is causing tbe stocks to be de-
stroyed. One of the recommendations of tbe Harris
Panel on the Nortbern Cod was:

That Canada should seek international agreement 10 permit its
management of ail fish stocks-and that failing achievement of this
objective, Canada should take unilateral action t0 acquire
management rights in accordance with the provisions of the Law of
the Sea Convention.

Why was this recommendation not acted upon? Wben
is the government going to wake up and realize the
damage tbat is being done by foreign fleets?
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
