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By Mr. Argue:—1. Has research been undertaken during the last two 
years into new industrial uses for (a) surplus wheat; (b) any other agri­
cultural products?

2. If so, what is the nature of each such research undertaking and what 
were the findings in each case?

3. What research projects in this field are presently in progress and what 
is the nature of each project?

The Bill No. 102, An Act to Promote the Construction of new Houses, 
the Repair and Modernization of existing Houses, and the Improvement of 
Housing and Living Conditions, was again considered in Committee of the 
Whole, reported without amendment;

Mr. Winters moved,—That the said Bill be now read the third time.

And Debate arising thereon;

Mr. Noseworthy, seconded by Mr. Knowles, moved in amendment thereto: 
—That Bill No. 102 be not now read a third time but that it be referred back 
to the Committee of the Whole House for the purpose of amending it so as to 
provide a fixed limit as to the rate of interest to be charged on loans made 
under the provisions of the said act.
