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and to provide for the expenses of the said two directors; to authorize the 
Corporation to pay to the Commissioner General and to the Deputy Commis­
sioner General such allowances as are fixed by the Governor in Council; to 
establish an Executive Committee of the Board consisting of three directors in 
addition to the Commissioner General and the Deputy Commissioner General 
and to authorize the payment of remuneration by the Corporation to the said 
three directors; and to make further changes in connection with the adminis­
tration of the Act.

Resolution to be reported.

The said resolution was reported, concurred in, and ordered to stand 
referred to the Committee of the Whole on Bill C-120, An Act to amend the 
Canadian World Exhibition Corporation Act.

Whereupon, the House resumed consideration of the proposed motion of 
Mr. Deschatelets for Mr. Pearson, seconded by Mr. Pickersgill,—That Bill 
C-120, An Act to amend the Canadian World Exhibition Corporation Act, be 
now read a second time.

After debate thereon, the question being put on the said motion, it was 
agreed to.

Accordingly, the said bill was read the second time, considered in Commit­
tee of the Whole (together with the resolution concurred in this day), reported 
with amendments, and considered as amended.

By unanimous consent, the said bill was read the third time and passed.

The House resolved itself again into Committee of Supply.
