211 thewe are upholding
in their everyday life the ideals for which the Whitney Fountain
stands.

Before closing, I would like to make due acknowledgment to
one of these graduates, one of our own, Miss Ellen Bzallon, mmm who
won her first scholarship for music at our own Conservatorium and
who has since, by her talents, won a Vvery enviable place in the
misical world mot only in Canada but in the United States and
throughout Europe. Miss Ballon has thrown herself whole heartedly
into the &x consummation of this project which today has been so

notably and so happily carried through. Hay
