fishing schooner Annie - M:' Parker,
which was picked up on Monday with
ail sails set, her hold filled with fish
and without a soul ‘on.board, 80 miles
east of the Nantucket Lightship. There
is no trace of any of the 19 men com-
posing the schooner's crew. ¥

In its details the mystery of the
.{nnie M. ‘Parker recalls the case of
the Boston brig Marie: Celeste, which
‘was found abandoned at sea some 40
years ago. - The fate of the crew was
never known. i

Abandoned. in Haste.

The British steamer
bound from New York for France,
sighted the Parker on Monday, drift-
ing about with all sails set. Boarding:
the schooner, thevofficers of the at -
er learned that she had evidenuymn
abandoned in haste. Four of the eight

dorjes usually carried on the fisher- |

man were “nested.” and lashed to the
deck. The other dovies were missing.
The clothing and vailses of the cap-
tain and crew were found in their
bunks. A few burned pleces of bread
were- all the food that was found in
the galiey, indicating that Defore
leaving the crew had hastily gathered
together a supply of. provisions.

The schooner was not leaking and
appeared to be in perfect condition,’
except: for the loss of one jib that was
carried away, possibly after the vessel
was abandoned. B e

A prize crew from the Astrakhan was
put in charge of gze Parker and they
later turned her over to the Gresham.

From the owners of the Annie M.
Parker, the Gorton-Pew Fisheries Co.,
Gloucester, it was learned the schoon-
er sailed from Sydney, N. 8. for her
home port on Oct. 26, after a fishing
trip to Newfoundland Grand Banks,
She was in command of Capt. Vincent
Nelson, a veteran Gloucester skipper,
and was manned by a crew of 18 men.

The owners could offer no explana-
tion of the abandonment of the vea;seh,
The -men that make up the fishing
fleet are traditionally famous for
standing by their craft as long as it
will stay afloat, and the uninjured
condition of the schooner gives no in-
dication that she was at any time in
danger of sinking. i

There is a possibility that the crew
of the Parker was picked up by some
sailing vessel. Had they been taken
on board a steamer it is probable that
the rescue would have been reported
by wireless. -
