Preamble. WHEREAS The Canadian General Council of The Boy
e e Scouts Association, hereinafter called “the Corporation”,
"7 hag by its petition prayed that it be enacted as hereinafter
set forth, and it is expedient to grant the prayer of the
petition: Therefore Her Majesty, by and with the advice and 9
consent of the Senate and House of Commons of Canada,

enacts as follows:—

Repeal. 1. Section 8 of chapter 130 of the statutes of 1914 is
repealed and the following substituted therefor:

“8. The Corporation may receive, acquire, accept, and 10
hold real property, by grant, gift, purchase, devise, legacy,
lease or otherwise, for the purposes of the Corporation; and
may sell, lease, dispose of, mortgage, invest, or otherwise
deal therewith in-such manner as 1t may from time to time
deem advisable for such purposes.’ 1

2. There shall not be, and shall be déeemed not to have
been in the past, any limitation on the annual value of the
real estate held by or in trust for the Corporation.
