within the limits of the government's
legal powers prompfly and equitably
with any proposals the men might de-

| out that it was not possible for the

government to pay out moneys beyond
the amount voted by parliament, and
stated, that the finst quarterly cheques
in payment of voted allowances were
being issued.

A second telegram sent to all post-
masters tonight by Dr. Coulter re-
peats the foregoing proposal and sug-
gests that the proposed conference
should take place tomorrow. It s
understood that the condition that the
men must return to work is imper-
ative, and the promise made that the
full allowance voted by parliament
will be paid. The government view is
that cessation of work on the part of
the letter carriers ds unjustified,- and
that if persisted in it may call for
the exercise of the government's
powers to prevent by such means as
may prove necessary any interruption
of the important business of the dis-
tribution of mail in'the cities affected.

A member. of the cabinet in dis-
cussing the situation tonight laid em-
phasis on the fact®that no provision
is made by the Industrial Disputes
Act for the naming of & board of con-
ciliation to deal with disputes be-
tween the government and its em-

by the others. ;
Mr. Lemon stated yesterday that
there was considerable disorganization
but that the force was doing its best
to meet the situation. -Additions had

joined the ranks of the carrfers. He
stated that he was coatinually in
conference with the authorities at Ot-
tawa, and that there was reason to be-
{ieve that the situation might be clear-
ed shortly. Mr., Lemon that'
any clerks were being brought down-
town from the sub-stations to accele-
rate business at the central postoffice
on Lombard street, ‘“Believe me, thé
sub-stations nave troubles of their
own,” he said, “and have quite enough
to do without depleting their staffs.”
