New York. April 5.—Dignitaries of the 
bar, from every Atlantic coast state, were 
present at a dinner given by the Bar As­
sociation of New York here tonight- to 
the Earl of Reading. British ambassador 
to the United States, who will soon sail 
for home.

John G. Milburn, president of the as­
sociation, presided. There were only three 
speakers—EXihu Root, who spoke on be­
half of the American bar; Chief Justice 
Arthur Prentice Rugg. of the supreme 
court of Massachusetts, who spoke on 
behalf of the Judiciary, and Lord Read-

Chief Justice Rugg, fti bidding Lord 
Reading godspeed on behalf of the Am­
erican Judiciary, asserted that in return­
ing to England to don the ermine, he 
was returning to a work as important as 
the exacting diplomatic mission "whose 
unparalleled exigency for the first time 
in history caused a lord chief Justice tem­
porarily to lay aside the ermine."

Lawyers' Responsibilities.
"The close of the great war." he said, 

"leaves courts and lawyers charged with 
an awful rei-ponslbUity amid the shifting 
conditions. It is nothing less than the 
duty of administering Justice so that it 
may command the respect of the average 
citizen. The administration of Justice 
must be so pure and perfect that all 
right-minded citizens shaK yield assent to 
its righteousness.

•These endowments and more we have 
every reason to believe that you, lord 
chief justice, possess in ample measure."

Mr. Root discussed the league of na­
tions proposal, assuring the Ear! of Read­
ing that “it is the earnest hope of the 
American people that in due form and 
by wise and suitable provisions, the coun­
try which you represent and our own 
may unite for effectual and perpetual or­
ganization to preserve the peace of the 
world for all the centuries to come.’
