MONTREAL, July 24.—With the daily
delivery of engines, passenger coaches
and freight cars, the Grand Trunk
Railway is rapidly approaching the day
when the last of nearly $7,000,000 worth
of rolling stock will have been received
by them during the present year. There
were in all about 60 passenger coaches
ordered, costing akout $12,000 each, laid
down in Montreal, which makes a total
of $720,000. Thirty of these have already
been delivered.

There were 100 engines ordered, and
of these 60 have been rzaceived.
