Mr. Bennest on the Address.

Mr. Bennett, on rising, was réceived with
Joud Conmservative cheers, He sald no
dolibt the Premier had good reason for
wishing this debate to close, The coun-
try was anxioysly watching the proceed-
ings of Parliament, and “the storm brew-
ing, in the ranks even of the Liberal
party, was ominqus for the Government,
He had expected that from those -Liberals
who - were disappointed at the manner in
which the Government had failed to fulfil
its promises. Mr, McMullen was one of
those disappointed, but he did not hesi-
tate to rush into the breach to defend his
party. Mr. McMuilen had good reason for
his action, He had the promise of the
Lieutenant-Governorship of the Territories
in his pocket, and had just secured a job
in Kingston Penitentiary for one of his re-
latives, [Laughter], Mr. Bertram, in his
speech on the address, had attributed the
present prosperity of the country to the
Government’s policy, whereas the truth
was that mills were run to supply the de-

Uncle Sam's Good-Will Absolutely Essen-
tial to the Smccess of the *“‘All-Cana-
dign’’ ‘Rowte—Why Are Those Regula-
tions Delayed at Washington?—A Min
isterial Caucus-The Premler in a Beg-
ging Attitude—General News from Ot-
tawa. ;

Ottawa, Feb, 10.—(Special.)~The Conser-
vative members who have spoken in the
House this week have touched very weak
spots in the McKenzie-Mann deal. The
Government s evidently acting on the as-
sumption that no obstacles will be- raised
by the United States Government to the
transhipment of goods at Wrangel. This
latter place is in American territory, a mile
south of the mouth of the Ntiking River,
and is the only port where goods can e
transhipped from ccean steamers.to the
smaller Stikine River boats. Hence the
good will of the American GoverBnment
is absclutely essential to the success of
this ‘all-Canadian route.” The Dominion
Government has been anxlously looking for
days for regulations governing transhipment
at Wrangel, but they have not yet come
to hand, and, judging from present appear-
ances, the Government will have to walt
a long' time for them. For reasons which
must be cbvious it is evident the United
States Government is purposely withhold-
ing these regulations. The outlook for the
succets of the Government's Stikine roate
is rather glcomy, and Canada will be driven
before long to get a real all-Canadian
route, starting from a port in the Dominjon.

Montreal, Feb. 10.—(Spectal)—For once
the Rothschilds, the famous London bank-
ers, have been beaten in a mighty struggle
to secure a charter for @ Yukon Rallway
enterprise. - The experience for them is
said to be movel. The humble iddividuals
who seem tp enjoy a bigger pﬂl with the
Laurier Government are none other than
Messrs. Mann and McKenzie, who have
secured the contract for building a narrow
gauge road from Telegraph Creek to Teslin
Lake, a distance of about one hundred and
fittly miles, at a sibsidy of 25,000 acres of
mineral dand per mile. Members of Par-
llament, being aware that the contract
was entered into without tender, wil be
somewhat startled to learn that the Roths-
childe, while waiving ail monopoly, offered
to build a raflway into the gold reglon for
a subsidy of five thousand acres of minerai
land per mile, at least two months before
the Mann-McKenzie syndicate was organ-
ized.

Rothsehild Agents in the City.

Messrs, Hamilton Smitfiand Henry Brat-
nober, the representatives of the Roths-
childs, are in the city.” Their principals
propesed for the considepation mentioned
above to comstruct a railway inland from
Pyramid Harbor via the Dalton trall, a dis-
