Mid-
shipman ‘Huddart of the cruiser Doris
and 10 sailors and marines were killed,
besides those mentloned in the despatch
yesterday, and 13 petty officers gnd sea-
men and 76 non-commissioned officers
and men of the marines were wounded

Indeed the greatest
anxiety is felt, and more especially in view
of the fact that a Rerlin journal, The
Deutsche Warte, which regularly prints
Boer communications, announced yesterday
before it could have Leen ascertained from
British sources that the naval brigade ‘lost
100 men at Gras Pan, and that the 9th
Lancers were captured.
