PAINLEVE.

French Ministry Resigns

as Réulf of Difficulties

Encountered at the Last Session of the
Chamber of Deputies.

Paris, Nov. 13.—The ministry resign-
ed tonight. *

The resignation of the ministry fol-
lowed its defeat in the chamber of
deputies by a vote of 277 to 186.

After the government had obtained
a restricted but sufficient majority on
the question of confidence in its mili-
tary and diplomatic policy, a determin-
ed atiempt was made to bring on a
dis.ussion of current scandals, Includ-
ing the accusationm of L’Action Fran-
ca.se of a royalist plot, and against
fecrmer Minister of the Interior M.
Alvy, but Prumier Painleve demanded
a posgponement of the interpeliations
uiitie Nov. 30, when the inter-alied

conference would be finished.

A ‘postponement was then made a
Guestion of confidence. and tha cham-
ber by a viote of 227 to 186, in  ‘which
the right joinei the cabinet's oppon-
ents, refused to acquiesce in - the pre-
mier'’s demand. Thereupon the min-

isters left the, chamber and went to the
El see Palace and resigned.

Prof. Paul Painleve orgnmzed the
cabinet on September 14, and succeed-
ed Alexandre Ribot as premier, whose
ministry resigned on September 7. The
new cabinet, which originally gonsist-
ed of fifteen titular ministers, four
ministers of state and eleven ' under
secretaries, came immediately “under
the fire of the Socialists, who were
opposed to M. Ribot as foreign min-
ister. This cabinet resigned on Oc-
tober 22, but President Poincare re-
fused to accept the resignation.

_ M. Ribot was then eliminated from
the cabinet, being succeeded by J.
Louis Barthou as head of the foreign
office. The reconstituted government
received a vote of confidence, 288 to
117. The opposition votes were part-
ly from the Socialists and partly from
the radical Soclalists. The vote seemed
to indicate hesitation on the part of
the chamber to defeat any ministry by
a direct vote during the war.

NEUTRALS HAND OVER
SHIPS FOR ALLIES’ USE

United States Secures Vast Tonnage From Holland,
Scandinavia and Japan to Haul Goods
for War Purposes.

Washington, Nov. 13.—The United
States is about to add several hundred
thousand tons of shipping to the
stream of ships carrying American
troops. and supplies to the aid of the
Negotiations with the northern
European neutral nations and with
Japan for tonnage have reached a
tnal stage, and the vessels obtained
either will go directly into trans-
atlantic routes or will release Ameri-
can ships for this service.

The European neutrals, it was
learned tonight, finally have agreed to
turn over to the United States and
the allies ships in exchange for food-
stuffs that only America can supply.
The. quantities of food to be furnish-
ed will be determined later, but' the
neutrals have the assurance of th:
American Government that they will
be given enough to meet their neces-
sary requirements.

The United States is shaken, and’ will
be still more rudely shocked, The New
York election, ‘with its triumph for Tam-
many; the pro-Germanism and anti.war
feeling in large cities like Philadelphia
and Chicago; the undisciosed information
in the hands of the government as to in-
trigue; the enormous losses sustained in
the New Work Stock Exchange within the
past fortnight—these, and other things,
while they may not breed immediate po-
fitical revolution, must eventually bring
about sweeping changes.

Nor is Canada likely to escape. If ever
there was a time when the people should
keep their heads, 'and the public men ab-
solutely divest themselves of political and
partisan attachments, to devote them.
selves to the welfare of the nation and
the common sifety, it is this moment.
The next four weeks are likely to ‘have
much, to do in the shaping of cur future,
The oid party systems are about to dis.
appear forever, and the remnants of them
ought not to be allowed to interfere with
the free action of the néwer and bastter
forces that make up the people at large.
