His
term was for 24 months and on the
vonclusion of his confinement was
deported to kngland, where he was
born. This took place in 1914, and
pothing further was aeard of him
until recently, when the immigration
officials at Ottawa Trecognized is
photo in the newspapers. Investiga-
tion followed and it was soon dis-
covered that Hall answered in every
particular to the description of the
man they deported in 1914. Inspector

Judging by the documents which
accompanied Hall to this country, Col.
McVicars believes that the man re-
ported: to Argyle House in London,
England, in hospital blues, stating that
he was a (Canadian soldier, wounded in
France, and that he wished to return
to Canada.
