Sergeant of Detettives Murray re-
celved information Saturday afternoon
that Galluci was wanted for the shoot-
ing"of a man in Chicago, and that he
was living on Richmond street. Leyitt
and Mitchell. were sent to the house,
and entering, they walked into the
front room and found Galluci lying
asleep in bed. When Galluci awakened
he found the detectives fastening the
handcuffs aroupd his wrists,

Galluci was taken to headquarters,
and when questioned, admitted that he
had lived in Chicago. The Chicago
police were telegraphed, and word was
received at headquarters yesterday to
hold Galluci on a charge of murder.

The prisoner refused to discuss the
case, but 'declared he would waive ex-
tradition and return to Chicago for
trial.

Jealousy Alleged Motive.

According to information received in
Toronto, Galluci and his wife lived at
1324 Gilphin place, Chicago. On the
night of the alleged shooting, Galluci
and his wife were attending a party
in a house at No. 1324 Gilphin place.
Galluci is said to have been jealous
of his wife, and shot Yanardo three
times with a revolver, the _bullets
lodging in his stomach, causing in-
stant death,

QGalluci and his wife fled to Torogto
and lived for some time at Port Credit.
Three months ago they rented a room
at the Richmond street house. Galluci
was recently released from the hospi-
tal, where he underwent an operation
for appendicitis.

He will be held in custody pending
the arrival of a detective from Chicago
‘to take him back for trial.

Berlin, Aug. 22—The dimunitive
communiet outbreaks recently report-
ed in several sections of mid-souwth-
western Germany have “been sup-
pressed or have vanished as myster-
iously as they originated. The Berlin
government has not yet been able 10
fathom their origin or establish any
connection between them and a pos-
sible -far-flung German communist
plot, inspired by Bolshevik successes
along Germany’s east front.

The Freiheit, Socialist organ. coma=
pletely disowns the elements respons-
ible for the communist revolts at Vel
bert, Cothen and other points, and re=
fers to them as the doings of “a dis-
organized lot of mad adventurers and
sensation-seeking literateurs,” and se-
verely censures communist leaders
who tolerate such outbreaks. It
charges that they serve the ends of
the German reaoctionaries and inciden-
tally strengthen French military am-
bitions, which “thereby find a needed
pretext to invade the Ruhr region.”

Cothen soviet rule was short lived.
Its chief instigator, a school teacher
named Berg, who came from Sasr-
brucken six months ago, and also the
few men who staged it. promptly fled
when they learned that the expected
communist plots had faild to material-
ize in Lelpsiz, Halle, Madgeburg and
other places,

In the Ruhr district the- sporadic
communist outbreaks lasted barely 24
hours. Communist uprisings at Blber-
feld, Barmen and Remscheid were
promptly suppressed. At none of these
places did the Independent Soclalists
identify themselves with the Red riote
ers. ¢
