THE COTTON LETTER.

New York, Jan. 3—Only four reactions
of any conseuence occurred during the
entire year which ended last week, and
the trade is looking forward to a contin-
ued advance as a result of an adequate
crop, while the extent of the advance is
being measured by an enormous world’s
buying power. That is to say. economies
may be practiced by handlers and produc-
ers of cotton goods, who will naturaliy
try to avoid the piling up of surplus stocks
which, with a favorable planting and grow-
ing season they might have to carry into

v big crop year next season, but the ac-
tual consumer being prosperous is hardly
likely to buy a vard of goods less because
of the advances which have so far occur-
red in the price.

The curtailments under way practically
eliminate accumulation of goods with the
world’s buying power in its present con-
dition, and all the best informed authorit-
ies believe that this curtailment will bare-
ly reach 1.500,000 bales for the season, f
continued as outlined, while the available
supply promises ‘to’ neceseitate a mueh
more drastic: tutting down in- the ‘produc-
tion of goods. The south appears to fully
appreciate its position and mills ‘are show-
ing evidences of having abandoned any
hope of ‘securing the remainder of their
season’s requirements at lower prices.

_ PUTTY FOR POINTING.

(Engineering News.)

The :successful ‘use of putty for point-
ing the joints in a stone building has re-
cently come to our notice. : The First; Con-
gregational Church at. Montclair, N. J.,
a stone structure built some. forty years
ago, was xecently found to be.in need of
repeinting.  Estimafes, for the work were
submitted by Jocal contractors, and one
estimate. was found .greatly, below :the
others, though each estimate included .a
guarantee that the work would put the
masoriry. in good shape .to .resist further
action- of .the weather.

On investigation it was found that the
larger estimates included the erection of
scaffolding, for the removal and replace-
ment of vines, for cleaning out all open
or partly open joints and for their re-
pointing with Portland cement moztar.

or loose jeints with “putty,” the work
being done from swinging scaffolding or
from a ‘boatswain's chair as on a painter’s
job.  With such a method the masonry
could be pointed by pushing aslde the
vines and without removing them, as was
necessary with the other work: proposed.

Tt was also found that many joints of
this same building had been pointed with
putty by the low Dbidder twenty years
ago, and examination showed that joints
so pointed them were still in nearly per-
fect condition. They had withstood the
storms of twenty years and seemed able to
keep "ot ‘the’ water and ice for another
two decades. The question arosé as to
what this putty was. * A“glance at the old

. pointing showed. that. it probably contain-

ed much white lead, and the contractor ex-
plained that. for such work he purchased
white lead, ground in linseed oil, by the
cask as needed and worked into it enough
whiting te make it easily manipulated with
the fingers and pointing tools.

There seemed to be no reason why  the
cheaper method in these repairs -should
not be as serviceable as the more expens-
ive, and the work proceeded on that as-
sumption. The putty, placed in the joints
of the stonework, hardened in a few days
so that it would but just receive the im-
pression of the fingernail and it has filled
the joints without shrinking.

Erie could not be affected by
a ‘strike ‘order from the trainmen.

Gompers’ Hope .in Congress

The programme for umionizing plants
long non-union, as adopted by the recent
conference, was more the proposition of
the Amalgamated Association officials than
of ‘Gompers and the other Federationof
Labor chiefs in that assemblage. Gompers
himself is said to place his great depend-
ence on the plan to urge a government
ifivestigation of Steel Trust methods. A
committee was named. which. is to call
upon President Taft’ and members of both
houses “of congress t0 ‘urge an investiga-
tion of the alleged conspiracy. The Amal-
gamated Association officials profess .to
have little faith in this Gompers idea, re-
calling the fact that two resolution of in-
vestigation _were introduced at the last
congress at the instigation of the Sheet
and Tin Workers, which brought in no
visible 'results.

Whatever the upshot of the movement,
the present “juncture will ‘be pointed out
by economic. writers in future years as an
epcch in the history. of American indus-
trial development. For the first time since
its organization . the Steel Trust is running
its plants without recognizing a single la-
bor union. Nine years ago, out of 140,000
men employed in_its mills, 55,000 were
members. of the: strongest union ever or-
ganized in the iron and stel trades. Today,
with over 220,000 workers in trust mills,
not one is openly a union man.

'YOUNGER CAPTAINS
FOR CUNARD SPEEDERS

New York, Jan, 3—The racking anxiety
of speeding its express steamers across the
Atlantic will be placed by the Cunard line
in future on men younger in the service
than the ' captains who have been com-
manding the- turbiners Mauretania and
Lusitania. The older men will be given
a rest in the slower ships, their pay be-
ing increased at the same time’that they
are relieved of the great responsibility of
forcing the swifter vessels.
