“The home-dooking place.” —t.f. Elihu Root, one of the outstanding 

figures of contemporary American his­
tory. Is in Petrograd on a mission of 
democracy to new Russia. President 
Wilson’s choice of so noted a conserva­
tive on such an errand to a provisional 
government made up of workmen’s and 
soldiers’ delegates is made less remark­
able by a knowledge of his distinguish­
ed achievements as a diplomat.

It was as secretary of state under 
President Roosevelt that Mr. Root won 
international fame as a shrewd and pro­
gressive promoter of international com­
ity, for while his enemies were decry­
ing his foreign relations as those of 
“dollar diplomacy” the résulta of his 
South American tour were accepted 
generally as of great value.

Elihu Root is one of the greatest fig­
ures in American life who has not 
reached the presidency. As secretary 
of war under McKinley he helped to re­
construct Porto Rico, the Philippines 
and Cuba. Later, as senator for New 
York, he endeared himself still further 
to the conservatives, but never ceased 
to be a national influence, now control­
ling republican conventions and now 
occupying the field as a presidential pos­
sibility.

As a lawyer he is looked upon by his 
profession a^a past master, and enor­
mous fees are earned by him in regular 
practice as counsel. His enemies are 
fond of recalling that he was the at­
torney for the noted Tweed ring and 
was skilled in showing corporation^ 
and politicians “how to avoid conflict 
with penalties.”

Only recently he was the leader of 
the state constitutional convention, 
chosen to draft a new constitution for 
New York. The rather humiliating de­
feat of this constitutional programme 
has led his critics now to ask how he 
can expect to frame an acceptable con­
stitution for the peasants of Russia.

But it is not as a practising lawyer 
nor yet as a framer of constitutions 
that Elihu Root arrives in Petrograd, 
but rather as the diplomat of long 
experience, as the shrewd, calm counsel 
of prudence and the long-headed con­
structor of international relations.

Mr. Root was born in 1846 at Clin­
ton, N.Y. After a course in the Uni­
versity of New York he was admitted 
to the bar in 1867. He succeeded Gen­
eral Alger as secretary of war in 1899, 
and later accepted the portfolio of sec­
retary of state under Roosevelt, suc­
ceeding John Hay.

Washington, July 17—Discovery, in 
the internal revenue division laborat­
ory, of a process for manufacturing 
glycerine from sugar is announced to­
day by the Treasury Department.

Under the secret process evolved the 
cost of this substance, a heavy factor in 
the manufacture of explosives, will be 
reduced to slightly more than 
fourth of its present cost.

Glycerine is at present manufactured 
almost entirely from fats at a cost of 
ninety cents a pound, which is six times 
its cost pf production before the war. 
Extraction of the product from sugar 
will insure production, officials estim­
ate,- at twenty-five cents a pound or 
less.

CULTIVATE THE CORN
AND THE POTATOES

Com and potatoes are now planted. It 
is hoped that they were put in under 
ideal conditions. It has been truly said 
that no amount of cultivation after a 
crop is planted can make up for a lack 
of proper preparation of the soil before 
planting. Root and corn crops, however, 
respond readily to cultivation after they 
are planted and up. To kill weeds and 
conserve moisture, com should be culti­
vated thoroughly and carefully when It 
is small. Remember that com roots 
spread out between the rows and are 
quite close to the surface of the soil 
when the com gets tall enough for the 
last time through with the cultivator. 
Consequently, to prevent cutting off and 
destroying the tiny roots by which the 
plants feed, care must be taken to make 
the last cultivation very shallow.

Potatoes should be kept free from 
weeds. Weeds absorb the moisture and 
plant food needed by 
make a good yield. P 
prices are very remunerative.—F. G. N.
