ADMRE CANADIANS
FOR WHAT THEYE DONE

Bishop Kinselving, of Texas, in
City Today Speaks of U.S.
and War

“We are proud of the Canadians and
of the fact that we share the same con~
tinent with them. It is a splendid thing
that your men are doing, in leaving their
homes and crossing the seas to fight for
the principles in which they believe,”
said Bishop G. H. Kinsolving of Austin,
Texas, who arrived in the city today.

“Although I am a Democrat, I am
quite willing to express my belief that
our own country has made a botch of
our foreign relations, in both Mexico and
Europe. We have allowed our citizens
to be slaughtered and our property to
be destroyed with nothing more than a
protest. 1 recognize the right of every

_ man to his own views and I sympathize

with the president in his desire to avoid

_ =~ plunging our country into war, but there

is a point beyond which war cannot be
averted, if the national honor is to be
saved, and that point has passed.

“Canada and the other overseas Do-
minions could do as we have done and
have found excuses to keep out™of the
war, but they did not do so. Their
Anglo-Saxon blood would not permit
such a course and the part they have
fluyed in this war will be their ever-
asting credit. I love peace as much as
any man, but I believe in fighting for
what we believe to be right when there
is no other way left. And I happen ta
know something about fighting, even if
I am a clergyman. As a boy of fifteen
1 fought through the Civil War, on the
Southern side of course, with the rest of
my folk from Virginia. We believed we
were in the right and, although we were
licked, we did not leave any one in doubt
about our attitude.”

Bishop Kinsolving has been a frequent
visitor to St. John during almost the last
thirty years, as he has spent many sum-
mers near Digby at the summer home
of his brother-in-law, the late Bishop
Jaggar, of Southern Ohio, whose daugh-
ter accompanies the biship on this trip.
His son, the rector of an Anglican
church in Summit, NJ,, and the latter’s
wife are expected to join them this even-
ing. It is a family of clergymen,  as
Bishop Kinsolving has two other broth-
ers wearing the cloth, one rector of St.
Paul’s church in Baltimore, and the
other the missionary bishop of southern
Brazil. A younger brother died while
still a theological student. His father
and maternal grandfather also were
clergymen.

ROUMANIANS WANT
10 JOIN THE ALLIES

London, July 20—(N. Y. Times
cable)—The Daily Telegraph prints the
following despatch from Bucharest un-
der Monday’s date:

This morning there was a great public
gathering under the auspices of the
Unionist Federation. Filipesco and Take
Jonesco both spoke. The former de-
clared the victory of the allies was sure,
and that Roumania would enter into the
war.” He went on to accuse Premier
Bratiano of having faced both ways, and
said he had deceived even Germany into
believing that Roumania would march
iwith the Central Powers. In the prés-
ence of him (Filipesco) and Jonesco,
Bratiano had proposed to enter the
war with Italy. He had made the situa-
tion difficult even with the king by the
promise he gave to the Central powers.

Jonesco declared every soldier given
to the Allies would be as a stone built up
of a greater Roumania—the tree of the
royal dynasty could not flourish in a
little Roumania® It must strike its roots
deep and wide if the future occupants
of the throne were to be safeguarded.
Let the king take the lead in a sacred
national union and by his valor finally
unite the throne and the country. In a
little Roumania there was room neither
for the king nor the people.

“The speeches were wildly applauded,
and in the afternoon there was an en-
thusiastic demeonstration in the streets,
the people crying ‘We want war.’ Sev-
eral posters calling for mobilization
were fixed on the walls of the royal pal-
ace. The demonstrators dispersed on the
arrival of the police and military.”

ELECTION MATTERS IN THE
BRIISH PARLIAENT

London, July 20.—The question of
whether a general election should be
hgld when the present parliament ex-
pires in November, led to the govern-
ment receiving a rebuff in the House of
Commons yesterday. Herbert L. Sam-
uel, secretary of state for home affairs,
on behalf of the government submitted
a motion in faver of the appointment
of a committee to consider the advisa~
bility of preparing a new electoral reg-
ister, including the adequate répresen-
tation of those engaged in the war and
war work, and to take other measures
necessary to the holding of a ge
election during the war. )

The motion was warmly opposed by
all sections of the hoyse as being mere-
ly a move to shelf the issue. \

Sir Edward Carson strongly denounc-
ed the proposed course, and took excep-
tion to the view of the government that
it was inadvisable to hold elections dur-
ing the war. He stoutly opposed the
idea that a parliament elected to abolish
the House of Lords and to do away
with armaments was a proper one to
represent the country when peace is
eventually declared. He characterized
the government motion as a farce.

After other members had spoken,
Premier Asquith saia that the motion
appeared to meet with little favor. Ob-
viously, however, he said, the existence
of the present parliament could not be
prolonged indefinitely, and the problem
had to be faced. The government would
accept the judgment of the house and
withdraw the motion. The premier ad-
ded the government would give the
matter further consideration, with a
view, if possible, of making proposals of
its own for a solution of the difficulty.

The attitude of the House of Com-
mons, as displayed in this instance, is
partly the effect of a feeling of revolt
against the multiplicity of committees
appointed since the beginning of the
war, with the mere object, members say,
of shelving awkward subjects. The
number of committees appointed to look
after matters arising out of the war has
now reached a total of 100.
