Of all fires reperted, the causes are
as follows: Locomotives, 33.9 per cent.;
railway employes, 9.5 per cent.; tramps,
etc., 114 per cent; settlers, 12.5 per
cent.; other known causes, 8.9 per
cent.; unknown causes, 288 per
cent. It will thus be seen that the care-
lessness of tramps and settlers consti- L

known causes. Of the total area burn-
ed over, amounting to about 817,263
acres, 33.1 per cent. is chargeable against
the railways, 209 per cent. to
known causes other than railways, and
46 per cent. to unknown causes. The
total damage done is estimated at $74,-
256. Of this, the railways are definitely
charged with only 11.2 per cent, while
24.2 per cent. of the damage is due to
known causes other than railways, and
64.6 per cent. to unknown causes. Thus
the railways, exclusive  of government
lines and a few railways having pro-
vincial charters, are directly charged
with less than half of the total num-
ber of fires reported as having originat-
ed within 800 feet of the track; these

Satisfactory progress was made dur-
ing 1915 in the railway fire protection
work, which has been handled during
the past four seasons under the regula-
tions of the Board of Railway Commis-
sioners, The co-operation of the vari-
ous federal and provincial fire-protec-
tive organizations has been given freely,
and, with very few exceptions, the rail-
ways have also co-operated heartily and
effectively.

A total of 686 fires in forest sections
is reported as having originated within
800 feet of the lines of railways subject
to the Railway Commission’s jurisdic-
tion. Of these, 48.4 per cent, are defi-
nitely ‘attributed, to railway agencies,
27.8 per cent. ta known causes other
