Ottawa, Oct. 4—Recent proseentions in 
Ottawa, Hamilton and other places of 
persons charged with making incorrect 
returns of incomes for the purpose of 
federal taxation, are the outcome of a 
dominion-wide effort to unlock the poc­
kets of the tax evaders.

In. the first year in which the dominion 
tax was imposed upon incomes, it was 
discovered that a large number of per­
sons had failed to make the returns re­
quired under the law.

This year it is said returns have been 
made pretty generally, but in a consider­
able number of cases they have under­
stated the incomes of taxpayers. The 
taxation branch of the finance depart­
ment, consequently, has employed audi­
tors in various parts of the country to 
examine the books of business and pro­
fessional men suspected of incorrectly re­
porting their incomes. In some cases 
prosecutions have resulted from these in­
vestigations, and fines, some as large as 
$1,000, , have been imposed for one qf- 
fertce. The Unes levied go Into the domin­
ion treasury and help to meet the cost of 
maintaining the taxation branch.

Higher rates of taxation upon large 
incomes, and the steps being taken to 
ensure payment by all who are liable to 
taxation, are ex

Special auditors are also being em­
ployed in various sections of the country 
to work in conjunction with inland rev­
enue officers for the purpose of checking 
returns of collections of luxury and sales 
taxes.

All sorts of projects have been pre­
sented to this committee, among them 
an international monetary unit to be 
called a “florin.” Ten florins would have 
the value of eight grammes of gold, or 
approximately $5 on a pre-war basis.

Kansas City, Oct. 4—Miss Florence

Philadelphia, Oct. 4—One man was 
killed and five others were wounded in 
a three-cornered fight here early today 
between policemen, alleged gamblers and 
a gang of bandits, whom the police found 
holding up the gamblers when they went 
to raid the place.

Half a dozen persons were arrested and 
held as witnesses.

Pittsburg, Pa., Oct. 4.—Information 
obtained from Florean Zelenaka, of 
Brooklyn, arrested here last night with 
a quantity of dynamite in his possession 
may lead to a solution of the Wall 
street explosion, according to local po­
lice and government agents. The na­
ture of the information was not divulg­
ed, but the police said it has been for­
warded to Wm. J. Flynn, of the depart­
ment of justice.

Questioning of Zelenaka, who was 
taken at a hotel after a fight with the 
police, continued until early this morn­
ing. He had been en route from Cin­
cinnati to New York, and his remarks 
on the train to an unidentified man, 
who called the police, brought about | 
his arrest. |

Authorities were reticient as to the 
result of their questioning, but it 
said dues furnished may lead to scores 
of arrests in Brooklyn and New York. 
He could furnish no good reason, police 
said, for having the explosive in his pos­
session, and is alleged to have remarked 
to a companion on the train. “Tell 
them I will have the stuff there tomor­
row.”

their power."
Effect on Trade.

Ottawa, Oct. 4—Writing from Bel­
fast to the Weekly Bulletin of the De­
partment of Trade and Commerce, 
Trade Commissioner J. Vernon Mac­
kenzie discusses the effect of the dis­
turbances in Ireland upon trade. He 
states that after a fairly comprehensive 
tour of the chief commercial centres of 
Ireland, he finds that there is consid­
erable temporary and local dislocation 
of trade. The logical centres for the 
distribution of goods, he states are Bel­
fast, Dublin and Cork, but at the pre­
sent time it is practically impossible 
for any one house in any particular city, 
to distribute effectively throughout Ire­
land owing to the many boycotts and 
counter-boycotts which have been en­
acted. He finds that there is a keen In­
terest in Canadian goods in all parts of 
Ireland, and a definite desire that bet­
ter trading relations may be establish­
ed.

Dublin and Cork merchants are en­
thusiastically desirous of trading with 
Canada. Agricultural implements and 
garden tools have found a ready mar­
ket. Belfast timber importers are in­
terested In getting supplies from Bri­
tish Columbia at a reasonable price. He 
notes that the Germans are already 
sending small shipments to the Irish 
markets.
