KEEP OPEN THE YORK
AND CARLETON RAILWAY

(Chatham Commercial.)

Dr. D. R. Moore, manager of the York
& Carleton Railway, has decided to keep
the road in operation for the present at
lJeast.

Italy in her conflict with Turkey.

Mme. Marconi was known prior to_herl
marriage as the Hon. Beatrice O'Brien, and
is one of the fourteen children of the late
Lord Inchiguin, half-sister, therefore, of
the present lord, who is still prouder, how-
ever, of his title of ‘The’ O’Brien, that is
to say, of being the chieftain of all the
O'Briens, than' of his peerage and on his
seat in the House of Lords.

Signor Marconi himself, is the son of a
leading banker of Bologna, who married
Annie, youngest daughter of Andrew
Jamieson, of Daphne Castle, and Fairfield,
Enniscorthy. County Wexford. William
Marconi, the inventor, is the younger of
the two sons of this marriage. He was
at one time engaged to Miss Josephine!
Holman, of Indiana, but the engagement |
was broken off. Then there was 2 widely |
circulated and printed report to the effect|
that hc was about to marry Miss Nina-
MecGillivray. But he finally led to the al-
tar the sister of Lord Inchiquin.

The latter has herited, along with
Dromoland Castle, in County Clare, near
the Irish village of Newmarket, the uni-
gue prerogative to make use of the royal
liveries of ‘Great Britain for his servants,
a privilege which is confined, with this ex-
ception, to the master of the horse to the
king, (now Lord Granard) during his term
of office. The privlege was granted <P
Murrough O’Brien, first Lord Inchiquin, a
brother of that Connor (’Brien who was
the last lawful King of Thomond. Mur-
rough O’Briea usurped the throne of Tho-
mond, on his brother Connor’s death, and
then surrendered it to King Henry VIII.
The latter presented to him in return the
barony of inchiquin,’ and the Ea_rldom of
Thomond, along with the hereditary use
of the royal livery, the patent expressly
stating that the prerogative wes granted to
the Lords Inchiquin as “compensation for
their giving up the sovereignty OVer the
South of lreland.” Until that time the
portion of the Emeyald Isle now known as
Ccunty Clare and County Cork, were
known as O’'Brien’s country, and as Tho-
mond’s Country.

The patents signed by Henry VIII, pro-
vided that the Barony of Inchiquin shoxgld
pass along with the right to the royal liv-
eviés to the first Lord’s son but that the
Earldom of Thomond ghoulfl go to his
pephew, son of the last lawful king of
Thomond, and whose succession to the
throne had been set aside and usurped by
his uncle. The Earldom of Thomond de-
scended in a direct line until the eigh-
teenth century, when the eight Earl of
Thomond died, without issue. Since then
the earldom has been dormant, and it 18
on the cards that the crown may one of
these days call it out of abeyance, or other-
wise revive 1t in favor of the px‘esentvLord
Inchiquin.

The Gladstone administration in the
early seventies offered to get this done for
the late Lord Inchiquin, but he declined |
to accept the favor at the hands of any!
but his own political party, namely, the
Conservatives, and the latter, when they
came into office, did not care to make him
thig concession, owing to the vigorous
manner in which he criticized their Irish
legislation.

fi'he Lords Inchiquin have gerved their
country well, some of them as admirals,
some of them as distinguished soldiers,
and others as statesmen. One of them fol-
lowed Charles 1I. into exile, and was ap-
pointed by Louis XIV. to be a general of
the French army, and his Viceroy of Cat-
alonia, while another, Lord Inchiguin was
King William Il’s captain. General of
Jamaica.

Related to Wm. Smith O’Brien

The present Lord Inchiquin is a soldier
by profession, and is, like his half-sister,
Mme. Marconi, nearly related to William
Smith O’Brien. The latter, their grand-
uncle, a younger brother of the 13th Lord |
Inchiquin, after being a member of Par-|
liament for Limerick was convicted |
of high treason, and sentenced to death
as .the leader of the Irish insurrectionary
movement of 1848. He refused to accept
the commutation of his sentence from
death to penal transportation. So a spe-
cial act of parliament had to be passed in
a hurry to admit of the alteration of the
sentence.  After spending a number ‘of
years in Tasmania, he was eventually per-
mitted to return to Ireland, where he
died, full of years and honors.
