night, 4000 persons being present at 
Madison Square Garden when the aspir­
ant for the heavy-weight championship 
of the world was introduced by his 
manager, Billy Madden.

The audience was a representative 
one, comprising some of the best jndges 
of pugilists and the methods used by 
them in putting each other in the land 
of dreams for limited periods, and it was 
intensely critical. They were there to 
see for themselves whether John L. 
Sullivan’s crown was badly in danger or 
not.

The Indebtedness of the Cotton 'Mill** to 
the Bank.

To the Editor ot the Gazette

Mr. Barnhill states that with the prior 
encumbrances which the brink would 
have to pay, their interest in the cotton 
mills exceeds $330,000. Why does Mr. 
Barnhill not explain how that is made 
up? By a printed statement dated 17th 
February last it appears the company’s 
debt to‘the bank amounted to about 
$87,000, against which they held Mr. 
Parks’ railway bridge stock of par value 
$22,500, which deducted from the above

also held $14,000 of the bond issue, the 
bond issue being $61,000. The receiver’s 
account stood recently, it is shown, at 
$122,500, of which $22,500 was tç stand 
until sale of mills#Jeaving about $100,000 
due by receiver to the bank.
