WE HAVE _I:E!.IBOREIIS-

For more than a year the GazeTTe has
been outspoken in its advocacy of com-
pulsory education, and during the past
eight or ten days has twice expressed
its views on the subject in its editoral
columnps. It has always believed that
the people who pay taxes for the sup-
port of the public schools have a right to
demand that the money shounld
be used for the® purpose for
which it is exacted, which is not the
case while one of our children is per-
mitted to grow up without instruction,
and that they would be almost unanim-
ous in their demand for compulsory edu-
cation when the matter was once brought
fairly before them. The Gazerre is
gratified to observe that its utterances
on this subject are bearing fruit. Both
of our morning  contemporaries
come out today with articles
favoring the system, which shows that
we are supported in our views by public
opinion. We are proud and glad to be
supported by public opinion in the free
expression of our convictions; it is much
more #atisfactory than to feel one's self
its glave, as those contemporaries to
whom we have alluded long since proved

~‘themselves to be, always lagging in the
rear when any forward step was pro-
posed,either in educational or industrial
affairs. That we want and will have
compulsory education in this province
in the near future is & matter beyond
question. Without it every tax payer
pays money for purposes to which
it is not applied and it is
the right of every tax payer to
demand that the public schools shall be
abolished, which, of course, will not be
done. Without it we shall always
be burdened  with ignorance,
poverty and crime; an inheritance
which we have no right to leave to the
generation that is to follow us. With-
out it we have not only ignorance, pov-
erty and crime, but we have prisons to
build, almshouses to support and courts
of law to maintain, and worse than all,
we have intolerable wretchedness here
and hereafter, We are glad we have
aroused public opinion on this subject,
for proof of which we refer to to-day’s
issues of our morning contemporaries.

GYPSUM RS E_EEI\TILIZEI\.

We are very apt to set a high value on
things which are far-fetched and dear
bought, while articles of home prodac-
tion, of native growth, are looked upon
with suspicion and counted of little use.
QOur annual exports of gypsum for
fertilizing purposes amount to many
hundreds of thousands of tons, yet hard-
1y one in a thousand of our farmers can
speak intelligently of its value either
from observation or experiment. The
mines of gypsum on the Tobique have
been worked for many years, and for
the most part their products have been
used in the state of Maine; there are
inexhaustible mines in the vicinity
of Windsor, N. 8 the output of
which goes to Boston and” NeWw York,
and thence to the farmers in the interior
who learned many years ago that it was
one of the most economical fertilizers
that could be obtained on this continent.
Many of the mountains along the north-
ern shore of the Bras d’Or, in Cape Bre-
ton, are nothing but solid masses of
gypsum that, under the summer sun,
gleam down on the lake voyager like
mountains of snow.

What is gypsum? It is a mineral
consisting essentially of sulphate of
lime and water, the proportions being
lime, 32.56: sulphuric acid, 46,61, and
water, 20.93. The water which it con-
tains is driven off by a heat of about
272° F. and it is then easily reduced toa
powder in which state it is known as
plaster of paris. Gypsum aupplies
lime and sulphuric acid to plants ; it has
great power in absorbing and retairfing
ammonia forming a salt, not volatile, but
readily soluble, which, by the action of
rain, it carried to the roots of plants. It
is valuable when scattered in stables in
warm weather and is valuable for sowing
on :stable manure which has been
spread on grass land. The quantity
sown on grass land, pastures and grain
fields is usually about 200 pounds per
acre. The shipment of gypsum rock
from Windsor to Boston and New York,
bas been .almost continuous for
thirty or forty years. In the old
time large quantities were sent
up from New York to Albany,
a distancs of 150 miles, where it was
loaded on canal boats for Whitehall at
the head of Lake Champlain. There it
was ground and distributed in bags of

200 pounds each to the farmers of West-
ern Vermont and Northern New York.
They sowed it on their grass lands,
pastures and grain fields. They steeped
their corn and other grains and rolled
itin the plaster before sowing or plant-
ing, and the result was most satisfactory.
They also applied a handfull to each
hill of potatoes at the time of planting,
and again at the first hoeing and also
at the first hoeing of their corn. The
effect was always visible immediately
after the first fall of rain.

And when only a part of a field was
treated to the plaster, its beneficial re-
sults were manifest at the harvest, the
increase in the crop much more than
paying the expense of the plaster used.,
The application of gypsum was never
found beneficial to marsh or boggy soils,
but the uplands to which it was applied
were very similar in character to the up-
lands of this province, and if it can be
used here with as good results as i(. has
been used there, its employment should
become general; farmers will of course
understand that gypsum for agricultural
purposes is not calcined; that is, itis
ground without being burned.

GOING WRONG AGAIN-

For some time past the Globe has been
showing signs of repentence for its evil
work of slandering New Brunswick and
this city and has apparently been trying
to do something in a contrary direction.
The state of the Globe’s business has
made it painfully apparent to its pro-
prietors that a change of policy was nec-
essary if utter ruoin was to be averted.
With the GazeTTE carrying on an aver-
age four and a half columns more adver-
tising every day than the Globe and
gradually driving that disloyal and
rancorous sheet out of cir-
culation Mr. O'Brien, who
was editing the Globe in the absence of
Mr. Ellis,seems to have concluded that
it might be a politic thing for the Globe
to display some slight degree of interest
in the prosperity of St. John. Hence
the articles, which have appeared in
that paper recently, in favor of improved
harbor facilities in this city, which filled
many people with the belief that the
Globe might in time become, not only
loyal to the interests of St. John, but to
the British flag as well. These hopes,
however, have proved to be delusive for
the Globe again is showing indications
of its old spirit of hatred to this city and
its interests. The leading article last
evening on “A new exodus,” although it
seems at first sight merely to be an
attempt at being witty, if read between
the lines, will be found to have been
written with a view to make people
abroad believe that this city has really
lost & great many of its voters during
the year. The following extract from the
Globe's article bears out this remark:—
. Where have the people gone? ‘What
is the cause of this surprising exodus of
our bone and sinew ? There has been a
dislike of Mr. Skinner’s political course
but we can scarcely think nine hun
of our fellow-townsmen would leave
town because of & mere incident in Mr.
Skinner's life. The wretched condition
of the base ball business this year was
calculated to drive a good many people
to distraction, but they would not im-
prove their condition in any way by re-
moving to another place. There is much
dissatisfaction in the Tory ranks over
Mr. Thorne’s management—or lack of
management—of the local Tory tem-
poralities, but, beyond protesting and
grumbling, that dissatisfaction would
not eventuate in any action, or, if it did,
the dissenting ones ‘would, as usual,form
a club in Which to forget their sorrows.
Of course, a good many people have gone
away, but, as the con ition of business
this year not been worse than usual
80 that the number would be no larger
from natural causes than in previous
years, the mysterious disappearance of
the names of so many persons from the
voters’ list is a very remarkable thing.
Have these departed voters no friends to
raise & hue and cry in their behalf ?

If the Globe had desired to set St.
John right before’ the outside world it
would have explained the cause of the
removal of these names from the list of
voters and not left strangers to infer
that a tremendous exodus had taken
"place during the year. The Globe still
remains faithful to its ancient policy of
hatred to St. John, and no doubt will
continue go to the end of its miserable
career.

Senator Wark writes & letter to the
Telegraph for the purpose of showing
that St John ought to demand of the
Government that the railway bridge be
made freeand the Carleton branch prop-
erty held by the Dominion as part of the
Intercolonial and improved by the erec-
tion of wharves and an elevator.

The following information in regard o
the English egg trade is from a report on
‘the export of Danish eggs and has been
made public by Mr. George Johnson of
Ottawa :— :

“French eggs sold in England com-
mand the highest prices. Next there-
after come the Danish ; only, however,
the picked, well jassorted farticle, while
the lqwer qualities, which form the bulk,
may be said to hold a doubtful place.
Thus, while the large, well assorted eggs,
in the near future, may not be menaced
with danger, it will be chiefly the medi-
um-sized and small eggs that may be
found in the course of a few years to be
totally displaced. .The exports can thus
solely be insured by constantly keeping
in view thc necessity of increasing the
size of the eggs. On the part of the pro-
ducers it will therefore be necessary to
lay greater weight than is now done on
the keeqin of hens that lay not onlv
plentifully, but also lay large eggs, 2%
pounds to the score being the lowest
weight that can be entertained when it
is desired to secure a position of superi-
ority in the Enﬁliah markets. It would
be even advisable tostrive after a weight
of 2§ pounds.”

Exporters of eggs to England should
see that their eggs fulfil the above con-
dition as to weight.

From a bank “book which'
was discovered in the place it was seen
that he has deposited large sums. of
money. The den was very filthy. Woeds
en partitions divided the basement into
six or seven apartments, two or three of
which are not occupied, but serve as
storage rooms for empty boxes which
contained tea, opium, Chinese fruits, etc.
Immediately adjoining tite front room,
where a number of packages of clothes
await their owners, a small compartment
is partitioned off, which contains two
narrow bunks. A cheap mattress, and
piece of Chinese matting and a thin
blanket on top of it constitote the bed-
ding. Here it was that Chung Tung and
Sam Ring Kee were found. They were
lying side by side with their pipes be-
tween them. Every available space on
the walls of what may be termed a
closet is covered with photographs, prin-
cipally those of children and young girls.
There are many alsoof an obscene char-
acter. A smallchestin front of the bunk
contained a verious collection of trash.
Mr. Kee must be a successfnl correspond-
ent, to judge by the number of letters
which he has receiyed from girls in all
parts of the conntry. He is addressed
by them in the most endearing terms
and sonde of them, to judge by the style
of the writing, are well educated girls.

The next room seves for laundry and
also kitchen purposes. It presented a most
filthy appearence. Adjoining is a space
which contains more Chinese cahos and
a nnmber of bunks. Two of them are sep-
arated from therest and hidden from
view by # kind of cheap canvas por
tieres. A number of long wooden tables
with a blanket and a piece of Chinese
matting thrown over them were also used
as resting places. Other tables close to
the dirty and filthy looking partitions
served as gambling tables, as evidenced
by the gambling utensils and Chinese
coin spread out on them.

The patrons of Sam Ring Kee, it is
gaid have by-no means been only the
low and disreputable; male aud female
people of so-called “standing” have in
the past enjoyed his hospitality. They
had to pey forit, too. One of the fregnent-
ers of the place told of her experience last
night. Beingafraid of the heathens, she
said she never entered the den alone,
but accompanied by a male friend. Mr.
Kee was very careful whom he admitted.
To gain admission one had to know the
signal. Standing in' the dark himself the
Chinamen could easily see and recognize
whomsoever wanted admision. For a
“smoke” he charges from $3 to $5. The
usual quantity he prepared wassix small
pills, but be frequently charges TYor three
times as many.
