ROW IN'A CAFE,

Two Men Fatally Wounded and Another
Seriously Injured.

Welsh, W, Va., Oct, 17.—As a result
of a shooting scrape two men are fatally
wounded and one seriously. The shoot-
ing occurred in the Palace House cafe.
Robert Hufford, a prominent merchant,
shot three times, and Dr. C. R. Me-
Daniel, one of the best known physicians
in the county, are fatally wounded, and
John Walden, deputy sheriff, is seriously
wounded,

Shortly before midnight Hufford was
eating in the cafe, when a crowd of
strange men entered, apparently intoxi-
cated. They passed several remarks,
which Hufford took as insults, and he
hurled a heavy glass at one of them and
closed in for a fist encounter.

At this juncture Deputy Sheriff John
‘Walden rushed in to separate the parti-
cipants in the battle, as also did Dr. Me-
Daniel, who was seated at a nearby
table. Hufford was jerked roughly by
the deputy sheriff and quickly pulled a
gun, which he turned on the offic:r.
Walden, in an instant, also brought his
revolver into action, and shots were
rapidly exchanged. Dr. MecDaniel, be-
mg a warm friend of both men, rushed
into the fray, pleading eessation of hos-
tilities, only to be piercéd by a bullet.
The firing continued and Hufford was
the next to fall. He was shot three
times, the last bullet penetrating his lert
breast. Deputy Sheriff Walden, al-
though shot, was able to walk from the
cafe,

MESSENGER MISSING.

Bank Officials Believe He Has Been
Murdered.

New York, Oct. 17.—The Commercial

“A remarkable story of the disappear-
ance of a bank messenger named Geo.
Armitage, with over $50,000 in checks
and drafts, came to light to-day. The
New Amsterdam National bank is the
institution concerned, and the officials
are convinced that their employee has
been foully dealt with. There appears
to be n‘ueh to bear out this theory of
mystery. George Armitage has been a
messenger at the New Amsterdam Na-
tional bank for some time, and in the
course of his tours of collections has
handled many thousands of dollars to
and from the business streets. On Tues-
day last he went out on one of his usual
missions, the amount of which he was
to collect on ehecks and drafts received
by his bank being variously estimated
at from:$25,000 to $60,000. He failed
to retufn to the bank and has not been
seen since.”

NICHOLAS F. DAVIN

ENDED HIS LIFE IN
HOTEL AT WINNIPEG

Fired Bullet Through His Head, Causing
Instant Death—Sat in Parliament
for Many Years.

18.—Nicholas . Flood

cide by shooting here this afternoon
about 4 o'clock.

Later he returned and said the revel-
ver would not work.. The weapon was
taken from Mr, Davin’s hands, and notic-
irg his nervous condition, the manager
of the store refused to replace it, re-
turning the money paid therefor.

Mr. Davin then went to another store
and purchased a small bulldog revolver,
saying he wanted it to kill troublesome
cats.

He returned to the hotel in a cab, told
the clerk he intended leaving the city
for Regina on the 4.30 train, and went
to his room to prepare his luggage. A
few minutes later a loud report was
heard from Mr. Davin’s room. Investi-
gation was made, and he was found lying
on the bed with a2 smoking revolver in
bis right hand. The muzzle had been
placed in his mouth, and the ball passed
through the back of the head ecausing in-
stant death. .

A coroner was summoned, and the
body removed to an undertaker’s. No
cause for the crime can be given, as
deceased has been in a very cheerful
mood since coming to the city. The body
will be taken to Regina for burial,

Nicholas Flood Davin, K. C., was born
at Kilfinane, Limerick, Ireland, in 1843
and was educated by private tuition and
at Queen’s college, Cork. He studied
law, and was called to the Middle Tem-
ple, London, in 1868. He entered jour-
nalism, was reporter in the British House
of Commons, and during the Franco-
Prussian war served as war correspon-
dent of the Irish Times and London
Standard. During the fighting he was
wounded at the siege of Montmedy, Ue
came to Canada in 1872 on a visit, and
liking the country stayed, accepting an
offer to join the staff of the Toronto
Globe as leader writer on European,
literary and social questions. Like most
Irishmen, he became interested in poli-
tics, and devoted a year to lecturing
through Canada. He next joined the To-
ronto Mail, was called to the Ontario
Northwest bar and was created a Q. C.
in 1890.

As a supporter of Sir John Macdonald, "
when the N. P. was introduced as an is-
sue in the general election of 1878, he
was a candidate in Haldimand.
afterwards appointed secretary of several
Royal commissions, including C. P. rail-
way commission, and the Chinese immi-
gration commission of 1884. He settled,
in the Northwest in 1883, and estab-
lished the Leader at Regina, the first
newspaper issued in Assiniboia. He sat
for West Assiniboia in the Commons’,
from 1887 until the last general election,
when he was defeateg. >

Of scholarly attainments he was nof .
only a master of English, but acquainted .
with Hebrew, Greek, Latin, German and
IFrench. As a writer he not only made
his mark as a newspaper man,:but as a
poet and author. He was an eloquent
and witty speaker, and probably. as a
member of the Commons few , names
were better known throughout Canada
than that of Nicholas Flood Davin,
