!Wilkesbarre, Pa., Sept. 17,—President 
Gompers, of the American Federation of 
Labor, in a statement issued to-day, 
takes a hopeful view of the situation. 
The statement is as follows:

“At this time it is impossible to say 
exactly when the strike will terminate, 
but after careful inquiry into the situa­
tion at the miners’ convention* I think 
the struggle will end by an agreement.

“The wage-earners and the general pub­
lic are generously contributing to the aid 
of the miners. It is essential that this 
aid be extended and continued. If the 
manhood of the miners is to be main­
tained, they must at least have bread for 
their wives and little ones as well as 
for themselves.

“The declared attitude of the president 
of the anthracite railroads has not ap­
parently changed. Despite this fact I am 
fully convinced that the strike will end 
through an agreement with improved con­
ditions for the miners, and the union 
maintained.”

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ANOTHER RISING FEARED. con-
Boxers Are Giving Considerable Trou­

ble and Have Already Massacred a 
Number of Converts.

(Associated Press.)
Washington, Sept. 18.—China is on the 

verge of another Boxer uprising which 
may equal that of 1900, according to 
mail advices received at the state de­
partment from Minister Conger, dated 
last month. The troubles appear to 
arise principally from extortionate tax­
ation, combined with resentment 
against the missionaries, thus practical­
ly justifying the judgment of the de­
partment of state, which pointed out to 
the powers that the demand for exces­
sive indemnities Would result in serious 
internal troubles in China.

Mr. Conger’s first advice bears the 
date of August 6th, from Pekin. He 
reports serious anti-foreign riots near 
Chentu, in the province of Sze Chuan, 
in which a number of native Christians 
were massacred and chapels were de­
stroyed. Mr. Conger appears to have 
acted with energy upon telegraphic 
complaints from Dr. Sanright, an Ameri­
can medical, missionary at Chentu, not 
only addressing the Chinese foreign of­
fice by letter, but calling there in person 
to impress upon the officials the import­
ance of immediate and effective action, 
and finally succeeding in causing the re­
moval of the local Chinese officials who 
had failed to repress the riots and pre­
serve life and property.

Then Fournier says: "We got two 
$160 bills, a $5 bill and a gold watch 
from Constantin's body; $35 from 
Beaudoin’s and $25 and a silver watch 
from Bouthillette’s. I took the silver 
watch and Labelle the gold one and all 
the money. We threw the bodies in the 
river.

“After July 4th we went ' to .Eagle 
City, and there met Dufor, a Dominion 
creek claim owner. Labelle requested 
him to go in our boat to Circle. He was 
headed for San Francisco .and Montreal. 
He gave me his shotgun. We camped 
one night above Circle and in the morn­
ing he took the shotgun to shoot birds. 
He shot once. Then Labelle said, ‘You 
try, Pete.’

“Dufor said, ‘Certainly,* and handed 
me the gun. Just then Labelle sent a 
bullet through his head from behind. As 
Dufor fell we noticed a pocketbook in 
his back pocket. In it were fourteen $50 
bills and one $5, $705 in all, and I got 
$100.

“L?i]hTm tied ropes and I got stones, 
weighted tl • Iw’y and rolled it in the 
river. We wen', to Circle and came back 
to Dawson on the Susie. Then Labelle 
disappeared.”

The confession was made in the pres­
ence of Detective Welsh, Captain Rout- 
ledge and Wroughton,'Sergeant Smith 
and Alex MacFarlane, who is Fournier’s 
counsel, and a stenographer. It was vol­
untary. Fournier says he is guilty and 
deserves to hang. Welsh arrived two 
days ago with Labelle. He will likely 
confess.
