send where the tide was low. I did not 
see if the wagon had tamed or not I did 
not see if it went along the bank or not. — 
It had backed down to the water. It 
about 4 p, m. when I went there. That’e 
the only time I was there. I know Harry 
was around the river at the railway bridge 
on the Sunday after I was at the river. I 
don’t know ox John Osborne being up there. 
I heard nothing said of it in the family.— 
(Hatchet produced in court) The handle 
was longer but not so big. The hatchet 
is about the same size as the one Harry us­
ed. I saw a hatchet there before. There 
was a V shaped incision in the blade like 
on this one. After I left the Osbornes I 
went to Monctou and lived with Jim Blair 
a few days. I lived at M'Carthy’s a w’hile. 
During court I was at Marshal Steadman’s, 
and from there to Hampton jail, from 
which place I have come to give evidence.

CROSS EXAMINATION.
In cross examination on Saturday Annie 

Parker said this was the fourth time she 
had given evidence concerning the mnrder. 
She never told at Hampton she would not 
tell all she4bnew- She wént to live with 
Mrs. McCarthy before she knew Mc­
Carthy’shat had been found in the Scadouc. 
She looked at the clock when McCarthy 
entered, and it was then nine. When he 
départe df it was ten o’clock. She 
scrubbing the dining-room, andjistened to 
the conversation in adjoining room at the 
same time. The folding doors between the 
apartments were open about a foot. Mc­
Carthy was dancing around and talking to 
Eliza.
