In all Aocoi'datisn. I London, Feb. 17.—The hearing of the 
case against the prisoners, charged with 
conspiracy to murder Government officials, 
was resumed to-day in Dublin,

A report was current early in the morn­
ing that Jàmee Carey, member of the cor­
poration and one of the prisoners charged 
with conspiracy to mnrder, would be a 
witness at the examination. The report 
subsequently proved to be well founded.

All the prisoners were placed in the 
dock except Patrick Delaney. £he 
eation had scarcely subsided before Carey 
stepped into the witness box. The 
prise among the prisoners was unbounded. 
The counsel for the prisoners objected to 
a question of Mr. Murphy, Crown Conn- 
sel, and alluded to Carey as an “ infamous 
witness. ” Great excitement followed the 
remark, which drew a sharp rebuke from 
the magistrate. Carey was hissed by the 
other prisoners. He spoke iu a voice so 
low that the prisoners in the dock cried 
“ speak up,”
“ HISTORY-MAKERS SWORN TO MURDER.

He deposed that he was always the 
Treasurer of the Fenian Brotherhood. 
The funds, he said, were always in a 6ad 
state. Here one of the prisoners inter 
posed the remark, “Because you pocketed 

The witness continued : During 
his connection with the society several 
persons were tried by* a court martial of 
the orgmization. Up to 1879 interim n 
only were tried. Edward McCaffery was, 
prior to November, 1881, a member of the 
organization. In that month he brought 
Walsh to Carey’s house. Walsh, who 
was from the North of England, told 
Carey that his mission in Dublin was to 
make history. The names of four persons 
had been submitted in the organization in 
London as capable of heading the organi 
zation in Dublin. Among those names 
was his own. Walsh had sworn him in, 
each holding a knife in his hand-

bound Carey to obey all orders transmitted 
to him by the Irii'i Inviucib'es under the 
penalty of death. A few days afterwards 
Walsh, McCaffrey and James Mullett told 
him that they were to form a board of 
directors of a new orgauiz ition in Dublin 
of Invincibles, who were not to exceed 
250 members for the whole kingdom. 
They were to be selected from picked 
Fenians. Here there was general laughter 
by the prisoners. The witness continued: 
The Dublin branch of the organization was 
to consist of fifty members, and its object 
was to remove “all tyrants.” James 
Mullett was to be chairman. Mr. Forster 
and Earl Cuwper were named among those 
to be removed. Relative to the further 
operations of the Dublin branch it was to 
be left to its own discretion. Walsh gave 
witness £50. Burke’s name was subse­
quently mentioned among themselves. 
Arrangements were made for taking a 
house at Corkhill, close to Dublin Castle, 
from which Earl Copwer was to be shot. 
Early in December witness went to Phoe­
nix Park with Curley and there met Mul­
lett and Walsh, who were
WATCHING THE CHIEF SECRETARY’S HOUSE.

Witness saw the brothers of Mr. Forster 
and Mr. Burke coming out. The four 
principals iu the month of December se­
lected men for the work in Dublin. Wit­
ness selected a man named Rinkle, who 
selected two men named Leonard and Ste­
phen, the last named being an American. 
McCaffrey selected Doyle. The greater 
number of the men were selected by Cur­
ley and Mullett, the latter’s principal se­
lection being Brady. By July, 1882, the 
Invincibles in Dublin numbered about 
thirty. The introduction of the witr. ч* 
to Sheridan occurred in December, 18 
He again met Sheridan in February, 18b.'. 
when their confab about arms occurred. 
The prisoners listened to this testimony 
with breathless attention, hardly exchang­
ing a word. The witness continued : 
After Walsh left Dublin a man called 
Captain MeCafferty paid witness two 
sums of £25 and £15. Witness did not 
know MeCafferty, but understood that he 
was once tried in Dublin.

WATCHING FOR VICTIMS.

The society watched days and nights to 
mutier Mr. Forster. On one occasion he 
escaped by waiting aboard a steamer at 
Kingstown. They waited for him until 
the last train had left. Carey said he 
recollected the shooting of McMahon. 
Previous to that time an arrangement had 
been made to remove Mr. Forster at the 
corner of John Stieet on his way to the 
Castle. A car was stationed at the Park 
gate. With himself were Leonard, Mc­
Mahon, Brady, Kelly, Curley and Martin. 
He (Carey) gave the signal when Mr. For­
ster passed. Mr. Forster’s carriage was 
to be preceded by Fitzharris’ cab accord­
ing to the arrangement! but the plan fail­
ed through the negligence of a watcher 
named Rowles,
Rowlee and watched for Mr. Forster on 
his return from the Castle, but this time 
there was a failure on the part of the sig­
nal cab. Carey detailed three other occa-

Frank Byrne, he said, was a member of 
the Land Confederation. His wife bought 
the six knives. The rifle was slung round 
her neck under her cloak. On the second 
occasion she brought a similar consign­
ment, but only four knives. One of these 
had been produced in court as was also 
the rifle, which was intended for use at 
Corkhill. MeCafferty was succeeded in 
Dublin by another person, apparently of 
authority, of whose name the witness 
was ignorant. Curley became chairman 
after Mullett’e arrest, Joe Brady succeed­
ing Curley iu the council. While the 
council was thus organized, the murders 
of Mr. Forster and Mr. Burke were die- 
cussed at Mullet’s house. The attack 
upon them was arranged to be made near 
St. Mark’s Church on the 3rd of March. 
Mullet, Curley, Rinkle, Mooney, Brady,

MISSING AN INTENDED VICTIM.

On the night Mr. Forster left Ireland 
fifteen Invincibles actually followed him 
to the Westland Row station. Curley 
looked into the care, but only saw Mr. 
Forster's wife and daughter. The fifteen 
Invincibles were under the command of 
Curley on this occasion, who was obeyiug 
the orders of the mysterious Number One. 
Ae Mr. Foreter had deliuitely left Ireland 
they were told to concentrate their atten­
tion upon Mr. Burke. Carey went to the 
Park on May 5. Fitzharris’ cab met 
Number One opposite the Viceregal Lodge. 
There were also there Patrick Delaney, 
Tom McCaffrey, Curley, Brady, Smith 
and Kavanagh. They were there for the 
purpose of meeting Mr, Burke and “ re- 
moving ’’ him on this occasion, when Mr. 
Bnrke accidentally escaped by taking an 
unusual route.

PLENTY of'MONEY.

Carey said Number One was evidently 
a military man. He always gave money. 
He said there was no limit. He could 
have £1,000 if he wished. The conspira­
tors often talked among themselves as to 
the source of the money. Some of them 
thought it came from America. Carey 
himself thought it came from the Land 
League. Here the witness retired sud­
denly from his chair amid the hisses of 
the prisoner», some of whom ehonted 
“perjered scoundrel,” and one “town 
scoundrel," alluding to his Town Coun- 
cillorehip.

TAKING CHILDREN TO SEE BUTCHERY.

After a lunch, which the prisoners 
enjoy, Carey resumed. He 

said : All the prisoners on the 6th of May 
met in or about the Royal Oak tavern, 
except James Mullett, who was in prison. 
There were also two

seemed to

men named Dwyer, 
one of whom had gone to America. On 
the morning of May 6 he met Smith, a 
laborer employed about the Castle and 
who knew Mr. Burke’s appearance. Wit­
ness confirmed the detoils of Kavanagh» 
testimony concerning a car being at Wren’s 
public-house, with Brady, Kelly, McCaff­
rey and Delaney. The witness created a 
painful sensation by saying that he had 
two of his little children with hitn in the 
cab early on the morning of the 6th of 
May, when hc^waa^going in a eab to the 
park, and was aeeuiiApauied by Joseph 
Haulau and Smith. The witness minute- 
ly detailed the movements of the conspir­
ator» on the morning of the murder.

AN AWFUL MOMENT.

The counsel for the Crown carefully eli­
cited every point. A pin could have been 
heard to drop when Carey detailed how he 

men meet the two gentlemen. 
He said Curley, Joseph ffanlan and Fagan 

the tiret. Brady and Kelly were next, 
and McCaffrey and Patrick Delaney 
after. Lord Frederick Cavendish and Mr. 
Burke were allowed to pan through by 
the first three, and the laat four then 
faced right about. When Carey again 
looked the two rear men had closed in on 
the two gentlemen.

THE BUTCHERY.

The witness continued : I saw Joseph 
Brady raising his left hand and striking a 
man dressed iu a gray suit That was all 
I saw. (Here there was a sensation iu the 
court room and loud cries of “Bush.”) I 
timed my own movements accurately 
during the day. What I related occurred 
at 7.17 p. m. After I left the Park I met 
at the Island Bridge Joe Smith, a person 
who was acquainted with Mr. Burke’s 
appearance and had accompanied me for 
the purpose of pointing him out. It was 
Smith who told Kavanagh to hurry up 
and take the nose-bag off. Tbe witness 
repeated the conversation he bad after the 
mnrder with Brady, who stated that he 
had stabbed Mr. Burke and afterwards 
settled Lord Frederick Cavendish. After 
that he weçt back to Mr. Burke and put 
a knife in hi* throat.

The witness detailed his conversation 
with Brady, who said he stabled »Mr. 
Burke in the left shoulder. The other 
gentleman came up and called him a rnffi- 
an. He ran after him into the road and 
settled him. He then looked round and 
saw Kelly coining away from Borke’s 
body, and he and Brady went and cut 
Burke’s throat. Brady said: “Lord Freder- 
ick Cavendish, when he spoke, struck me 
with an umbrella. I then made at him. 
He held up his arm aud I struck it. He 
ran into the road. ”

COOL HEADS TO PLAN MURDER.

Witness sai'l Smith did not know what 
he was wanted for. He (Carey) said this 
because he wanted to save an innocent 
man if he could. Before the murder he 
(Carey) was waiting at the Polo Ground, 
aud was summoned thence by Curley, 
who said he did not know what moment 
they might be wanted. Carey admitted 
making the pre-arranged signal with a 
white handkerchief. Curley, he said, 
directed the arrangements at the scene of 
the murder. On Mr. Burke being identi­
fied by Smith pointing him out to Curley 
as the man in the gray suit, Curley told 
Carey to tell Smith to “go to hell out of 
this.” Smith went off towards the Hiber ­
nian school The murderers then held a 
council, and Carey asked Brady what he 
was to do. He was told to go off. Be­
fore moving be said : “Mind, and be sure 
it is the man in the gray suit.” As he 
turned towards Island Bridge the two 
victims were 200 yards off.

ADVERTISING THEIR CRIME.

The witness detailed his conversation 
with Curley m the evening, who said he 
had at first feared there was going to be 
another failure when he saw the men face 
about. Three of them were armed. 
Brady had two knives. After the murder 
Curley saw Brady wiping a bloody knife 
on the grass. Cuiley waited until the 
murderers were ou the car and then got 
iuto a cab and came to Dublin. He put a 
card into the box of the Dublin Lxprese 
office stating what had been done. The 
next day he trave similar notices to the 
Times and the Freemans Journal. The 
card reads : “ Executed by order of the 
Irish luviucibles.” Curley, Fagan a d 
Hanlon left together in the cab and tne 
others on a car.

After the murders he and Curley and 
Brady met at McCaffrey’s house. “No 1” 
was there also, and they informed him of 

.all the day’s proceedings.
The next night but one after the mur­

ders the knives with which they had been 
committed were produced by Brady. 
“No. 1” ordered them to be destroyed. 
The blades were broken into three pieces 
aud the handles were buried.

Carey’s evidence concluded with details 
concerning the checks sent to the prisoners 
while incarcerated as suspects in Kilmsin- 
hum Jail by the Sustenance Fuud Com­
mittee of the Land League. Careyf in 
June last, handed to No. 1 bis resignation 
as one of the four leaders of the Invin­
cibles.

During the giving of the evidence Brady 
was seen crouched don n behind two of 
tbe other prisoners. The rest of the pris­
oners appeared dejected, except James 
Mullett, who wore a defiant look.

Before the court adjourned. Carey for­
mally identified all the prisoners. Sever­
al of the latter as they were put forward 
for identification called Carey a “perjured 
liar.” Pat Delaney, who looked to be 
very ill, said solemnly : “That is the man 
(meaning Carey) 1 may thank for all my 
misfortunes from childhood. ”
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
