Halifax School for the Blind.

Dear MR, Eprror :—Within the next
few weeks I hope to visit the Counties of
Westmorland, Kent, Northamberland, Glou-
cester and Restigouche, for the purpose of
seeking those who may be partially or total-
ly blind and makiog arrangements for such
as may be between the ages of sixand
twenty-one years to enter the School for the
Blind at Halifax. This school iz free to all
boys and girle who have not sufficient sight
to attend the public schools or who are total-
ly blind. It will be annecessary for me to
point out the great advantages of education
to those who are deprived of sight, suffice it
to say that through the training given in this
school scores of yowng mem and young
women who might otherwise be dependent
on their families and friendsare now earning
for themselves comfortable liviogs.

May I ask your readers to send in to the
office of the MIRAMICHT ADVANCE the names,
ages and addresses of any partially or totally
blind persons under twenty-one years of age
of whom they may know in the County of
Northumberland.

The Phantom SHip.

The Restigouche Telephone says: Many
and interesting are the tales told about the
phantom ship, often seen in the Bay des
Chaleur, but on the 24th of June at 2 o’clock
in the morning, while the men were at work
in Moffat’s mill, their attention was attract-
ed to a light in the harbor and inspection
showed distinctly the maste and jiboon of a
vessel in flames, which was seen tostart
from Miguasha and run in a zig-zag direc-
tion to Charlo. The men watched it for
twenty minutes, and it was no optical delu-
sion, for every man in the mill saw it.

Respecting the foregoing, THE ADVANCE'S
miracle editor says it would be only a mat-
ter of courtesy to aoccept the Telephone’s
statement if it were at all possible to de so,
but as there are solid reasons for doubting
it, we venture to brand the Telephone writ-
eor as one of tDe most consummate—ah, er—
specimens of credulity extant. Miguasha
may, possibly, be seen from Moffatt’s mill,
but there are ‘‘everlasting hills” between the
mill and any point near Charlo. If the
alleged phantom ship had been represenfed
by the Telephone as having sig-zagged like a
corkecrew rocket heavenward to the milky
way, we might believe that ‘‘every man in
the mill” had seen it, but when the fiery
vision simply ran to Charlo, we fail to under-
stand the kind of sight the men were posses-
sed of to enable them to look through the
solid earth sud rock composing the hills
which intervened between them and any
point on the Charlo side of the Baie Chaleur.
When Serjeant Buzfuz asked Sam Weller if
he had a pair of eyes? Sam said he had, and
that was just 1t. DBut, he remarked, “If
they wos a pair o’ patent double magnifyin’
gas microscopes of hextra power, p’raps I
might be able to see through a flight o’ stairs
and a deal door, but bein’ only eyes, you
sce, my wision’s limited.” We assume that
the men in Moffat's mill had ‘“‘only eyes,”
and therefore remembering those intervening
bills, we must disbelieve the Telephone’s
phantom ship story, this time,

A Modern Mill.

Dauring the past two years, the well known
three-gang steam saw mill owned by Senator
Snowball, and situated at the eastern end of
the town of Chatham has been undergoing
extensive repairs and improvement, and we
had heard so much of the automatio system
introduced last winter for the purpose of
moving  the logs, lamber, refuse
ete., that our reporter paid the
establishment a visit one day last week
for the purpose of seeing the changes that
had been made. The big mill was always
one of the best in Canada and, ¢ertainly,
was in the front raok of thoseof the mari-
time provinces. Dauring the winter of 1896-7
the gang-foundations wers entirely removed,
new ones put in and other improvements
effected at a cost of many thousande of dol.
lars. Last it b y to
discontinue the practice of burning the
greater part of the surplus wood and bark
refuse from the saws under the river bank
gouth and east of the mill, and a refase-
burner was built by Messrs. Mooney during
the winter in connecticn wigh the boiler-
furnaces, o that the former danger and
annoyance caused by the old method of
conspming the mill refuse are done away
with, {

While the refuse-burner was being son-
strocted, a complete automatic labor-saving
system for handling logs, deals, edgings,
laths, palings, fuel for the boilers, cut-wood
and, in fact the different products of the
mill, was installed, and at the present time
the well known mill ie one of the most per-
feot in the Dominion in ail its departments.

No newspaper description can convey to
the reader an adequate idea of the different
mechanical devices which seem to make all
the departments of the mill appear to work
with aimost human intelligence, but a brief
acoount of what our reporter ssw during his
visit of a half hour,.will demonstrate that
the establishment is & very perfect one in
its operations.—

There are a half dozen or more steam en-
gines and, spparently, enough steam is
made to run as many more, were they neces-
sary. We will not describe these, however,
for we are more interested in what they
sccomplish. Going to the east end of the
mill, overlodking the boom, ioto which the
rafts of logs are put by the asteamers, of
which Mr. Snoowball has five—the ‘Sl_.
George, St. Andrew, St. Nicholas, St.
Isidope and St. Kilda—we saw logs.coming
up the slip and iato the mill by way ofa
chute having an endless chain device which
took them ouf of the water and byought
taemn along up the ingline, silently and
steadily to rollers, by which they were
brought on to the bed. They stopped in
the right place and were promptly thrust off
to sides of the bed by two disce, which
suddenly rose up through transverse slots
fvom below it, These discs are called
“kickers”, but they equvay to onp the idea
that they “shoulder” rather than ‘“kick”
the lug off to the sides of the bed, The
same kickers send the lugs right or left as
desired by one man, who, in this case, was
Mr. Michael Murray. He stood on a small
platform, which had three levers protruding
upwards through it, sud wo disgovered that
one of these levers controlled the loge
ascending the chute leading from the pond
to the mill, and that by moving it in the de-
sired djrestjons, a log could be either
brought up or sent backe to the pend; by
moviog snother the log eould be advanoced on
the bed, keld stationary or sent hack,and by
moving the third yhe ‘‘kicker” would send
the log to the rigag or lets,

Each side of the bed is gn incljned plang,
sngd she Joge Jie in a tier on these, each log
pressing by gravitation upon that below.it
snd nearest the gang saw osrriages. The
lower log in stopped by an iron device eglied

a loader and which is composed of two pieces
of metal like two sides of a reetangle, into
the hollow of which the lower log rests
uotil it is needed on the gang-carriage when,
by pressing a foot-lever, it is thrown upon it
by an oscillating motion, either slowly or
quickly as she operator wills.

This, briefly described, is the series of de-
vices by which the logs are taken from the
pond sad placed upon the saw-carriages
ready to go through the gangs and be cut
into deals, boards, scantling or whatever is
desired. The driving of ‘‘dogs” into the
logs at the foot of the slip,the haul-up chain,
running over-or on the bed in the mill, the
removal of the dogs by men in the mill,and
the rolling of the log with handspikes and
peevies from the bed to the saw-carriage
are all superseded by the devices described.
We wers informed that the chain which
runs at the bottom of the haul-up chute
was made in Mr. Snowball’s machine shop
connected with the mill,and the steel bunk-
ers and other parts of that gear by James
Fleming of St. Joho. The log loader was
made by the Watrons Eogine Company of
Brantford, Ont.

The loge, having gone through the gangs
and edgers, the deals are carried on to the
surveying table by live rollers, which are
operated by a foot-lever at the will of the
surveyor and, after being trimmed, the
trimmer passes them out of the mill on live
rollers, their movements being controllsd by
the trimmer in & way similar to that at the
command of the surveyor., On leaving the
mill they ruc aat lly to a platform
and are either sent thence by live rave
which carry them to the extreme western
side of the yard and thence across Water
street to the piling ground south of it, or
they are distributed, during the shipping
season, down inclined runs, over rollers, to
the ports of the vessels.

The edgings from the edgers and slabs
from the gange are oarried on live runs to
the west end of the mill where they come
upon endless acrew-rollers, which give them
a side motion that drops them upon the
slasher floor, where they are immediately
caught by chain conveyors and carried across
the mill through the alashing-saws. These are
4 or 5in number, a little over four feet
apart, and revolve on & common spindle.
They cut the slabs and edgings into about
50 inch lengths as they pass through them
and these pieces then drop into s level
trough and are carried slowly slong this at
right angles to their former direction by an
endless chain, As they pass, the pieces fit
for lath and paling wood ate sorted out,while
the firewood is thrown ioto inclined chutes
which drop it on to the intermediate floor,
where it is carried between saws, which cut
it into stove lengths. Then, it drops into a
sonveyor, which passes it ont over the yard,
where it drops into fve vertical chutes
which may be opened and cloged at will,and
from these it is discharged into the carts
in which it is hauled for delivery about
town and elsewhere. What passes these
chutes goes over the end dump and is used
to complete the loads.

The portions of the slabs and edgings
suitable for laths, palings, or birch squares,
being selected, are placed alongside of the
several machines through which they are

ut.

¥ The refuse from the gangs is thrown upon
slasher tables where it is cut up by saws
nine inches apart, and dropped into a con-
veyor which carries it to the 'top of the
boilers to be used for funel. The apertares
through which the refuse drops upon the
boilers can be opened and closed at will, so
when there is enough fuel there the surplus
is carried on to cars by which it is conveyed
to the outside refuse burmer.

The refuse from laths, palings, snd birch
equares isalso thrown on a slasber table
and is cat up and conveyed to the boilers in
a manner similar to that from the gangs.

The laths and palings, after being buadled,
pass through trimming-saws four feet apart
and fall on to & live roller run by which
they are carried to the piling-ground.

The sawdust from the gangs, edgers,
trimmers and other saws, is carried by
chutes to conveyors which take it to the top
of the boilers where it is ascd as fuel, to-
gether with the other refuse.

The different movements, which make up
a labyrinth of automatic mechanical appli-
ances, each having its particular work to
do, can be thrown off separately, so that a
mishap or defect in ove does not necessarily
affect any other.

The improvements in the mill were de-
signed and carried out under Mr, Henry S.
Lyman and the machine work under Mr.
Wm, Mather.

It is not necessary to say anything of the
enterprise which has prompted Mr, Snow-
ball to make his mill the most perfect and
modern o the marijime provinces, and the
2qual of any in the Dominicn, for heis
recognised as one of the moet progressive
men in the trade, and well deserves the fore-
most position he occupies in it,

Church of England Synod.

S1. STEPHEN, July 5. —The diocesan synod
of the Church of England was opened at 2
o’clock p.m. to-day, His Lordship Bishop
Kingdon presiding. A large attendance of
olergymen was present and a much larger
attendance of lay delsgates than is ysual
at the openiog meeting of syneds. Amongst
those present were Revds. Canon Forsyth,
T. W. Street and P. G. Snow, Geo. Burchill,
Esq. and Major Maltby.

The first regular bueiness was the
reading of His Lordship’s address. Then
peports were presented and read from the
board of home misstons, S8ynday school com-
mittee, synod sxecative committee, religious
instruction, and several other committees,

The evening session was taken up with
reading of reports from the different par-
ishes.

The clergymen and lay delegates ave loud
in their praise of the hearty snd cordial re-
ception accorded them by the pedple of St

War Despatohes.

NEGLECT OF AMERICAN WOUNDED.

Gen. Shafter's headquarters, before Santi-
ago, July 8, by the
Golden Rod to Port Antonio, Jam., July 9.
—Shocking conditions prevail in the general
hospital at these headquarters. American
soldiers wounded in the operations against
Santiago are being left for hours exposed in
the sun and rain, whi'e many Cubans, ia-
jured in aimless straggling over the reld of

attle, are well provided for.

There is no shelter for scores of our own
soldiers, but every member of Gen. Shafter’s
staff is provided with an individual tent, in
which they may be sesn resting in comfort
by the neglected sufferers.

Tf the actnal condition of hundreds of our
wounded troops could be realized at home it
would cause a thrill of indignation to run
through the nation. The general army
hospital here is in a miserable condition,
There are only a few tent¥ for ths accommo-
dation of the wounded, and the two large
ones now available for the sufferers are filled
with injured Cubans. Nearly all of these
men were hurt while engaged in aimless
wandering about the field during the fight-
ing on Friday and Saturday.

While the Cuban troope are thus being
well cared for, our own troops are crowded
into the smaller tents. But even this is true
only of the more fortunate of the American
sufferers, Many lie entirely unsheltered
from the sun and the showers, which fall
daily in thisregion. - I am appalled at the
number of our wounded soldiera who ave
heipg subjected to a sgorching sun bath dur.
ing part of the day, and then to a severe
drenching in the rain during other hours,

LIGRTBRS SWAMPED AND LOST.

WasgHINGTON, D, O,, July 9.—The war
department bave been advieed that ina
severe storm off the cosst of Cuba eleven
lighters en raute to Santiago in tow of tugs,
were swamped and lost. So far as knewn no
lives were lost. The lighters were from
Mobile, New Orlesns and Charlestown, and
were intended for the use of General Shafter
